The purpose of this measure is to request the Legislative
Reference Bureau to conduct a study to create a statutory
definition of creative workers and develop recommendations on how
the transient accommodations tax may be used to assist creative
workers.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Business, Economic Development, and
Tourism.

Your Committee finds that creative artists in the State have
experienced significant economic hardship because of the COVID-19
pandemic's impact on Hawaii's economy, particularly the tourism
industry. Your Committee further finds that in a June 2020 report
by the Brookings Institute, Hawaii was ranked as one of the top
five states with a creative sector that has been affected by
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COVID-19 with job and revenue losses greater than the national
average of 30.3 percent.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Culture, Arts, & International Affairs that is
attached to this report, your Committee concurs with the intent
and purpose of H.R. No. 151 and recommends that it be referred to
your Committee on Finance.
