The purpose of this measure is to require revenue generated
from diagnostic, surveillance, and other work performed by the
State Veterinary Laboratory and Animal Disease Control Branch to
be deposited into the Animal Industry Special Fund.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Agriculture and one individual.

Your Committee finds that adding sources of revenue,
specifically fees for work performed by the State Veterinary
Laboratory and Animal Disease Control Branch, will support the
work of the State Veterinary Laboratory in providing testing
services, disease surveillance, and laboratory services to
practicing veterinarians and the State’s livestock and aquaculture
industries.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Agriculture that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B.
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No. 1026, S.D. 2, and recommends that it pass Second Reading and
be referred to your Committee on Finance.
