Sir:

Your Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs, to which was
referred S.B. No. 343, S.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO SEXUAL ASSAULT OF AN ANIMAL,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to establish the offense of
sexual assault of an animal in the State.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Honolulu Police Department, Hawaii Association of Animal
Welfare Agencies, Hawaiian Humane Society, Healthy Pets United,
Pono Advocacy, The Humane Society of the United States, and
numerous individuals. Your Committee received comments on this
measure from the Department of the Prosecuting Attorney of the
City and County of Honolulu.

Your Committee finds that the sexual assault of an animal, or
bestiality, is prohibited in forty-six states and that, while
Hawaii has strong animal cruelty laws, the sexual molestation of
animals by humans is not adequately addressed. Your Committee
further finds that establishing the sexual assault of an animal as
a separate crime will allow state law enforcement officers to
better identify potentially dangerous and violent sexual predators
in their communities.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Establishing a schedule of penalties for the offense of
sexual assault of an animal and clarifying that the
penalties are applicable unless otherwise provided by
any other law; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.

Your Committee notes that the high penalties for the offense
of sexual assault of an animal are not just to protect animals,
but also intended to be a deterrent against the sexual assault of
children because animal abuse is often a precursor to child abuse.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
S,B. No. 343, S.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that it
pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 343,
S.D. 1, H.D. 1.
