The purpose and intent of this measure is to repeal the
school impact fee exemptions for developments that are or will be
subject to the transient accommodations tax or that are
nonresidential.

Your Committees received comments on this measure from
Department of Education and Tax Foundation of Hawaii.

Your Committees find that expanding the use of construction
cost component impact fees along with separating the expenditure
plan of school impact fees from the Department of Education's
annual budget process will help to provide the Department with the
flexibility to more efficiently address the needs of each school
impact district.
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Your Committees have amended this measure by:

(1) Authorizing the Department of Education to expend
construction cost component impact fees for the

improvement or renovation of existing structures for
school use;

(2) Repealing the requirement that an expenditure plan for
all collected impact fees be incorporated into the
Department of Education's annual budget process; and

(3) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2050, to
facilitate further discussion on the measure.

Committees on Ways and Means and Judiciary that are attached to
this report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and
purpose of S.B. No. 468, as amended herein, and recommend that it

pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 468,
