The purpose of this measure is to urge all law enforcement
officers and prosecuting attorneys in the State to vigorously
enforce and prosecute offenses committed against essential workers
while on the job.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from Hawaii State AFL-CIO; Unite Here Local 5; LGBT Caucus of the
Democratic Party of Hawaii; Pride at Work - Hawaii; International
Longshore and Warehouse Union Local 142; United Public Workers,
AFSCME Local 646, AFL-CIO; International Union of Painters and
Allied Trades, District Council 50; Hawaii Government Employees
Association, AFSCME Local 152, AFL-CIO; United Food and Commercial
Workers 480; and IATSE Local 665.

Your committee has amended this measure by adding the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention’s Advisory Committee on
Immunization Practice’s definition of Tiessential worker.TT
