The intent of
this measure is to empower and advance girls by increasing
awareness of the challenges that girls around the world face and
supporting opportunities for girls to reach their full social,
political, and economic potential in accordance with their own
aspirations.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by making a
technical, nonsubstantive amendment for the purposes of clarity
and consistency.
