The purpose and intent of this measure is to urge the 
Department of Education to include civic online reasoning and 
media literacy in its information technology curriculum.

Your Committee finds that teaching civic online reasoning and 
media literacy prepares students for judging the veracity of the 
media and online sources. Learning about the origin of 
information allows students to become well—informed using 
trustworthy sources. An education in civic online reasoning and 
media literacy increases students' ability to access, analyze, and 
evaluate information so that they may discern between truth and 
fallacy when engaging in online platforms. This measure urges the 
Department of Education to include civic online reasoning and 
media literacy in students' curriculum so that they will develop 
sound digital citizenship and become media literate in a modern 
digital world.

Committee on Education that is attached to this report, your 
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of S.R. No. 163 and 
recommends its adoption.
