Update on Plans to Replace Oahu Com-

munity Correctional  Center (OCCC) 

On 11/29/17, the Draft Environmental Im-

pact Statement (EIC) for the proposed re-

placement of OCCC to Halawa was opened 

for public comments.  Approximately 250 

individuals, 12 organizations, and 15 gov-

ernment agencies submitted written com-

ments at the townhall meeting.  The Final 

EIS is in preparation as the public outreach 

and engagement program continues.
