House Bill 1102, House Draft 1 proposes to prohibit the intentional release of balloons inflated 
with a gas that is lighter than air.  The Department of Land and Natural Resources 
(Department) supports this bill and provides the following comments. 
 
The Department recognize the deleterious impacts that marine debris, including balloons, has on 
wildlife and their habitats, leading to an alarming natural resource concern throughout the state.  
Marine debris harms land and ocean-based habitat through smothering and abrasion and impacts 
a variety of wildlife through ingestion and entanglement.   
 
A study conducted by the University of Tasmania (research conducted outside of Hawaii) found 
that 1 in 3 birds out of a sample of 1,733 sea birds, representing 51 different species, had 
ingested plastic marine debris. Balloons, as soft plastics, posed the highest risk for the sea birds 
since they can cause fatal obstruction. Sea turtles, as well, were susceptible to mortality from soft 
plastics, due to experiencing a blockage though the gastrointestinal tract lasting anywhere 
between 4 to 6 months.  Gut-content studies from Australia have indicated that turtles may 
selectively ingest balloons and other soft plastics due to their similar appearances to a species of 
jellyfish consumed by all species of turtles.  
 
The negative impact of ingestion is compounded by the fact that plastics of all sizes absorb and 
release Persistent Organic Pollutants, toxic chemicals which adversely affect the health and 
longevity of marine organisms. 
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Although a large amount of marine plastic debris arrives from the ocean, it is all of our 
responsibility to reduce the amount of plastic debris entering and re-entering our ocean and 
beaches.  House Bill 1102, House Draft 1 would help reduce the balloon waste load entering 
Hawaii’s waters and shorelines and contribute to the improved health of our wildlife and their 
habitats.

Position: Strong Support! The HAWAI‘I REEF AND OCEAN COALITION – HIROC – 
was formed in 2017 by coral reef scientists, educators, local Hawaii environmental 
organizations, elected officials, and others to address a crisis facing Hawaii’s coral reefs 
and other marine life. 

Plastic marine debris is one of a handful of topics HIROC is testifying on that affect the 
health of coral reefs and other aquatic life. One type of marine debris that is especially 
lethal to marine life is balloons filled with gases lighter than air, which often end up in 
the ocean in Hawaii. Sea birds, turtles, and marine mammals are often killed by 
ingesting balloons they think are food or by getting tangled on attached ribbons. 
Balloons, like other plastics, absorb and release persistent organic pollutants, toxic 
chemicals that adversely affect the health and longevity of marine organisms. In short, 
these gas-filled balloons are toxic to marine life and should not be released in Hawaii. 
Other states have passed similar bans.

Dear Chair Nakashima, Vice Chair Matayoshi, and Members of the Committee on Judiciary and Hawaiian Affairs, 
 
The Humane Society of the United States, representing our members and supporters in Hawaii, strongly supports HB 
1102, legislation aimed at ending environmentally unsound balloon releases in Hawaii. 
 
While releasing a helium balloon into the atmosphere during a celebratory event or a solemn memorial may be visually 
pleasing, it is extremely detrimental to the environment and the pain and suffering experienced by animals as a result 
of these releases is staggering. Discarding a balloon into the atmosphere is simply littering. Once released, balloons 
can travel for hundreds of miles before they burst or deflate and become litter. Seabirds, sea turtles, seals and other 
marine mammals are injured or killed after ingesting or becoming entangled in balloons and their strings. Animals on 
land such as horses, cows, and other farm animals are also at risk.  
 
Balloons are commonly made of latex or mylar materials and present a danger to animals who perceive them as food, 
or they may get caught in the ribbons attached to them, hindering their ability to move around and feed. For example, 
when balloons burst, they resemble jellyfish, the natural prey of sea turtles, and subsequently block their digestive 
track when ingested. Seabirds are at particular risk as a recent study found that balloons are the leading marine debris 
risk of mortality for seabirds.  
 
Both the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration warn against the 
practice. Even so-called ‘biodegradable’ balloons take years to break down in the environment. Therefore, wildlife and 
marine animals will continue to ingest them. A study found more than 18,000 balloons, strings, and other pieces were 
picked up along the Great Lakes shorelines in Detroit from 2016 to 2018.  
 
Hawaii’s unparalleled extensive coastline, fields, and waterways are resources worthy of the greatest standards of 
protection. There are eco-friendly alternatives to balloon releases that are appropriate for celebratory or solemn 
events including lighting a candle, creating a charity fundraiser, planting a tree, or organizing a service day. As we 
become aware of the harmful implications of balloon releases, we need to change our behavior accordingly and ensure 
we are compassionate not only towards humans, but toward all living things.  
 
Thank you for your consideration of this important legislation. We respectfully urge the committee to advance HB

Aloha Chair Nakashima, Vice-Chair Matayoshi and Committee Members,

I am writing on behalf of Beach Environmental Awareness Campaign Hawaiʻi (B.E.A.C.H.) in very strong 
support of HB1102 which will ban intentional balloon releases throughout Hawai`i. 

This is an important and necessary bill. Just last year there was a mass balloon release on O`ahu at Nanakuli 
Beach Park (please see attached photos).  Releasing balloons is littering.  This type of litter is one of the most 
harmful there is to marine life.  Sea turtles, albatrosses and other marine life that eat squid and jellyfish can 
mistake a balloon in the ocean for food (please see photos).  When balloons are ingested they cause blockages 
of the gastro-intestinal tract that then leads to starvation and death. The plastic ribbon attached to balloons is 
also a danger as it can cause injury or death to marine life that become entangled in it or ingest it.  

It is unnecessary to release balloons into the air for celebration or commemoration of events.  There are many 
other non-lethal ways to celebrate such as planting a tree, giving a lei or lighting a candle. B.E.A.C.H. has found 
that balloon litter on beaches increases particularly around May and June which is graduation time.  One of our 
B.E.A.C.H. members was saddened to see a group of people celebrating graduation come out of a restaurant and 
release balloons into the air.  
 
A number of states have passed laws related to balloon releases including California, Connecticut, Florida, 
Tennessee and Virginia.  Several cities have also passed laws including San Francisco and Baltimore.  The 
industry supports bans on releasing balloons (please see attached statement downloaded from The Balloon 
Council website) because it doesn’t hurt their industry as the law will not ban balloons outright - only the  
release is banned.

Hawaiʻi is a state surrounded by water and therefore it is imperative that action is taken to prevent one of the 
most hazardous types of litter from getting into the ocean and becoming marine debris. HB1102 will achieve the 
goal of preventing balloon litter. More than 1500 people signed a petition in support of state action on marine 
debris including banning balloon releases (please see attached petition).

Thank you for this opportunity to provide written testimony in very strong support of HB1102.  Please pass the 
original version of this bill because it takes effect upon approval.

TBC's goal for the past thirty years has been to support the success of the balloon industry and 
to ensure the continued use and enjoyment of balloons now and in the future.  
 
TBC will continue to monitor industry trends and work closely with balloon related businesses 
and the communities where they reside to actively review and revise balloon release language 
and oppose bans on the sales and use of balloons.

Aloha and many thanks for this opportunity to show my SUPPORT for house bill 1102, 
which would prohibit the intentional release of balloons in Hawai‘i.  Balloons and their 
ribbons present an entanglement hazard for our native wildlife, and are a small step in 
right direction towards the prevention of locally-sourced marine debris in our oceans.  

  

Hawai‘i Wildlife Fund is a small conservation organization that has been working to 
protect native wildlife for the past 25 years.  During that time and with the help of 
thousands of volunteers, we have removed nearly 350 tons of marine debris (mostly 
plastic pollution) from our shorelines.  Specifically, since September 2016 in ~ monthly 
surveys at Kamilo Point, we have recorded 17 balloons along a set 100m stretch of 
beach (over 44 surveys in total), documenting the problem with these items on a very 
remote stretch of coastline along the SE coast of Hawai‘i Island. Please join us in 
supporting this bill at this upcoming 3/3 committee hearing.

Aloha Committee, 

Pacific Whale Foundation (PWF) would like to support proposed House Bill 1102, 
prohibiting the intentional release of balloons inflated with a gas that is lighter than air. 

The volume of anthropogenic litter is continually increasing in marine environments, and 
most of these items are single-use plastics. Balloons are often composed of material not 
dissimilar to plastic, such as latex or metalized plastics (1). Although latex is a natural 
product of rubber-producing plants, pure latex requires the addition of many other 
compounds to produce long-lasting balloons (1), which gives them ever-lasting quality 
once released and deflated. 

Balloons are often released during celebratory occasions and may travel far distances 
before popping and descending back down to Earth. In the case of the state of Hawai’i 
this inevitably adds to marine debris in the ocean. Balloons that land in the ocean 



behave like plastic; they float at the surface where they can be mistaken for food and 
ingested by any number of marine animals, such as dolphins, turtles, or sea birds. 

During a study conducted by PWF on nearshore sea surface debris, researchers found 
and removed found 51 balloons from Maui’s nearshore waters (2). This number is 
particularly concerning, considering the scope of the study was relatively small when 
compared to the totality of Hawaiian state waters. 

We urge the Committee to pass this legislation as a step toward mitigating the impacts 
of marine debris on the wildlife that inhabit the land and waters surrounding our 
vulnerable island state. Thank you for your time and consideration.
