The Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) SUPPORTS SB696 SD1, which extends the 
date on which the temporary commission on the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts (FESTPAC) 
shall cease to exist to August 31, 2025, in light of the postponement of FESTPAC until at 
least 2024 due to the COVID-19 pandemic.   

FESTPAC is well-regarded as the world’s largest celebration of indigenous Pacific 
Islanders, showcasing an array of native arts and cultures with live performances, 
workshops, demonstrations, storytelling, and discussions of urgent issues facing Pacific 
Islanders.  The theme of the upcoming FESTPAC will be “E Kū i ka hoe uli” or “Take hold 
of the steering paddle,” from a chant warning of turbulent changes ahead, symbolically 
urging indigenous peoples to reclaim our rights to self-determination now and in the 
future.  The upcoming festival in Hawai‘i presents a great opportunity for Native 
Hawaiians and other Pacific Islanders to highlight our unique yet closely connected 
cultures and values, as well as hold important discussions on key issues facing Oceania 
and its indigenous peoples.   

Since the COVID-19 pandemic forced the FESTPAC commission to postpone the 
festival until June 2024, this measure is necessary to extend the life of the commission and 
grant it the flexibility needed to fully realize the potential of this event, including its 
potential positive impacts on Hawaiʻi’s economy.  If successful, FESTPAC would not only 
uplift and celebrate our Native Hawaiian culture and values, but could also contribute to 
the resuscitation of Hawai‘i’s economy on the heels of the pandemic. 

Accordingly, OHA urges the Committee to PASS SB696 SD1.  Mahalo for the 
opportunity to testify on this measure. 
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Thank you for the opportunity to submit testimony on this bill, which would 

extend the existence of the Commission on the Thirteenth Festival of Pacific Arts 
and allow less than a quorum of its members to discuss board business outside a 

meeting as a permitted interaction under the Sunshine Law, provided that it holds 

a public meeting at least once a month.  The Office of Information Practices (OIP) 
has no objection to the proposed permitted interaction.  However, OIP understands 

that the Commission seeks an amendment to the permitted interaction to allow any 
number of members to discuss board business outside a meeting for the period of 
time leading up to, and after, the festival, during which the members will primarily 
be occupied with actually running the Festival rather than making decisions on how 

to run it and planning it in general. 
OIP is open in concept to such an amendment, but would recommend that the 

period of time during which all members can discuss board business outside a 

meeting be limited to the time during which this Committee finds that the 
Commission will be actively engaged in running the Festival.  OIP therefore 
proposes language for the amendment, and recommends that this Committee fill in 
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the blanks as it deems suitable.  Specifically, on bill page 4, line 5, OIP 
recommends adding the following language to the end of bill section 3 to 
address the Commission’s concern: 

. . . and provided further that during the period from ___ months before 
the opening day of the festival of pacific arts to ___ months after the 
closing day, the number of commission members  who may discuss 
matters relating to official board business outside a meeting under this 

section shall not be limited. 

   
Thank you for considering OIP’s proposed amendment. 
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Chair Rhoads, Vice Chair Keohokalole, and members of the Committee on Judiciary: the Hawai‘i 

Tourism Authority (HTA) supports Senate Bill 696 SD1, which extends the date on which the 

temporary commission on the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts & Culture shall cease to exist to August 

31, 2025. It permits less than a quorum of commission members to discuss matters relating to 

official board business outside a commission meeting as a permitted interaction under Part I of 

Chapter 92, Hawaii Revised Statutes, to enable them to perform their duties faithfully, provided that 

the commission holds a meeting at least once a month and discusses the progress of the permitted 

interaction matter at the next meeting.  

 

The 13th Festival of Pacific Arts & Culture was originally scheduled to be held in Hawai‘i last 

summer, but due to the COVID-19 pandemic, it is now set to take place June 6-16, 2024. As a 

result, it is necessary to extend the date of the temporary commission to allow its members to 

continue planning for the festival in 2024.  

 

It is for that reason that HTA supports SB696, SD1. We appreciate this opportunity to provide 

testimony. 
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Chair Rhoads, Vice Chair Keohokalole, and members of the Committee. 

The Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism (DBEDT) 

supports SB696, SD1, that extends the date on which the Temporary Commission on 

the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts will sunset to August 31, 2025; and permits less than a 

quorum of the Commission members to discuss matters relating to official board 

business outside of a properly noticed public meeting in the course of planning the 

Festival, as a permitted interaction under section 92-2.5, HRS, provided that the 

Commission hold a properly noticed public meeting at least once a month and report its 

progress in the matters discussed outside a meeting under this section.   

The Festival, which was originally scheduled for June 2020, was rescheduled to 

2024, due to the Covid-19 pandemic, thus making it necessary to extend the sunset 

date of the Commission. 

Regarding the language in SD1 on the permitted interaction, DBEDT defers to 

the Commission.

Chair Rhoads, Vice Chair Keohokālole, and members of the 

Committee. 

I am Kalani Kaʻanāʻanā, Chair of the Commission on the 13th 

Festival of Arts and Culture, or FestPAC.   I am pleased to offer 

testimony on SB696, SD1, on behalf of the Commission.  The 

commission supports SB 696, SD1 with amendments. 

This measure extends the date on which the Commission will 

sunset to August 31, 2025; and permits less than a quorum of the 

Commission members to discuss matters relating to official board 

business outside of a properly noticed public meeting in the course of 

planning the Festival, as a permitted interaction under section 92-2.5, 

HRS, provided that the Commission hold a properly noticed public 

meeting at least once a month and report its progress in the matters 

discussed outside a meeting under this section.   

FestPAC was originally scheduled to take place in June 2020; 

however, due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the Pacific Community, the 

international custodian of the Festival, made the decision to postpone 

the event until 2024.  This requires the Commission sunset date to be 
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extended. 

Senate Draft 1 provides language that permits less than a 

quorum of Commission members to discuss matters outside of a   public 

meeting as a permitted interaction under section 92-2.5, HRS.  The 

Commission is a working group, having divided up the responsibilities 

of planning and implementing the Festival amongst the members.  The 

Commission is concerned that as the Festival date approaches, and 

their responsibility turns more to running than planning the 10-day 

event, the permitted interaction will need to allow for more than a 

quorum of Commission members to meet, in between public meetings, 

in order to put on a successful Festival. 

The Commission understands the concerns of the Office of 

Information Practices (OIP) and has been in discussion with them to 

protect the public’s right to know and participate in the Commission’s 

work.  The Commission is open to the amended language being 

proposed by OIP that, for a specific period of time before and after the 

Festival, would allow Commission members to meet to discuss board 

business outside of a public meeting without limit on the number of 

members.  The Commission recommends that the period of time be 

nine (9) months prior to the opening day of the Festival and one (1) 

month after the closing day of the Festival.  We also request that page 

2, lines 12-13, be amended to read: “The commission has been holding 

its meetings once or twice a month and is committed to continuing to 

regularly meet on that schedule.”
