Your Committee received testimony in support of the
nomination for the appointment of Donna Shimizu from the Office of
the Adjutant General; State Office of Veterans Services; State
Veterans Advisory Board; County of Hawai‘i Department of Parks and
Recreation, Elderly Activities Division; and five individuals.

Upon review of the testimony, your Committee finds that
Ms. Shimizu's experience, knowledge, and proven leadership qualify
her for appointment to the Advisory Board on Veterans' Services as
a member. Your Committee notes that Ms. Shimizu currently serves
on several community boards including the Hawaii National Guard
State Advisory Council, Big Island National Guard Retiree
Association, Employer Support of the Guard and Reserve, and Hau‘oli
Street Neighborhood Watch.
