(1) The required information for petitions for qualification
as a political party; and

(2) The deadlines for political parties to file their rules
and submit a list of the party officers to election
officials.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Office of Elections.

Your Committee finds that this measure will make it easier
for qualified political parties to keep track of and facilitate
compliance with elections laws by aligning the deadlines for the
submission of political party rules and officers with the deadline
for a petition for qualification as a political party. This
measure also amends the date of birth information that a signatory
to a political party petition must provide to match the
requirements of a signatory to a nomination paper.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
H.B. No. 1471 and recommends that it pass Second Reading and be
placed on the calendar for Third Reading.
