Your Committee recognizes the benefit of providing to
students at adult and community schools the opportunity to earn
associate degrees, workforce development diplomas, pre-
apprenticeship certificates, and other industry-recognized
certificates.

(1) Deleting the measure's appropriation to the Department
of Education;

(2) Changing the effective date from July 1, 2051, to upon
its approval; and

(3) Making technical nonsubstantive changes for purposes of
clarity, consistency, and style.

Committee on Ways and Means that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B.

No. 1561, H.D. 1, S.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B.
