As noted in
testimony, the Director of Hawaii P-20 Partnerships for Education
is positioned to provide meaningful contributions to the Early
Learning Board. The Hawaii P-20 Partnerships for Education helps
students thrive in school, work, and life by promoting and
strengthening the education pipeline from early childhood through
post-secondary education and training. Your Committee further
finds that including the Director of Hawaii P-20 Partnerships for
Education on the Early Learning Board will promote consistency and
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synergy between the efforts of the Hawaii P-20 Partnerships for
Education and Early Learning Board. Accordingly, this measure
will benefit students across the State by adding the Director of
Hawaii P-20 Partnerships for Education as an ex officio, nonvoting
member to the Early Learning Board.

Your Committee has amended this measure by inserting an
effective date of July 1, 2051, to encourage further discussion.
