1705, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO AGRICULTURAL PARK LEASES,”

The purpose of this measure is to allow the Department of
Agriculture to extend the lease of any agricultural park lessee
who holds a lease with a remaining term of fifteen years or less;
provided that the land covered by the lease is twenty—five acres
or less and located in a county with a population of less than
five hundred thousand.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Hawai’i Farm Bureau; Hawaii Floriculture and Nursery
Association; Bromeliads Hawaii, •LLC; Hawaii Clean Seed LLC; and
two individuals. Your Committee received testimony in opposition
to this measure from the Department of Agriculture. Your
Committee received comments on this measure from the Land Use
Research Foundation of Hawaii.
