Your Committee received written comments in support of this 
measure from the University of Hawaii System, Land Use Research 
Foundation of Hawaii, Hawaii Cattlemen's Council, Ulupono 
Initiative, Hawaii Farm Bureau, Hawaii Crop Improvement 
Association, and four individuals. 

Your Committee received written comments on this measure from 
the Department of Budget and Finance. 

Your Committee finds that this measure's funding for 
additional staffing at the College of Tropical Agriculture and 
Human Resources' Kauai Research and Extension Station will 
facilitate efforts to provide continued outreach, education, and 
other valuable supports for Kauai's agricultural industry. 
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Your Committee has amended this measure by: 

(1) Changing the effective date to July l, 2050, to 
facilitate further discussion on the measure; and 

(2) Making technical nonsubstantive changes for purposes of 
clarity, consistency, and style.

Committee on Ways and Means that is attached to this report, your 
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B.
