The purpose of this measure is to clarify that the
Comprehensive Offender Reentry System provides programs and
services that result in the timely release of inmates on parole
when the minimum term, rather than the maximum term, has been
served by the inmate.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Public Safety, Community Alliance on
Prisons, and one individual.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
effective date to July 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.

1739, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third Reading
in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 1739, H.D. 1.
