Your Committee on Health, to which was referred H.B. 
No. 1798, H.D. l, entitled: 

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO SPECIAL PURPOSE REVENUE BONDS 
FOR ASSISTING NOT-FOR—PROFIT CORPORATIONS THAT PROVIDE HEALTH 
CARE FACILITIES TO THE GENERAL PUBLIC," 

begs leave to report as follows: 

The purpose and intent of this measure is to authorize the 
issuance of special purpose revenues bonds to finance the 
construction of and improvements to health care facilities of The 
Queen's Health Systems and its nonprofit affiliates. 

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure 
from The Queen's Health Systems. Your Committee received comments 
on this measure from the Department of Budget and Finance. 

Your Committee finds that the Department of Budget and 
Finance is authorized to issue special purpose revenue bonds to 
finance projects for not—for—profit corporations that provide 
health care facilities to the general public. Your Committee 
further finds that The Queen's Health Systems is such an entity. 
Furthermore, The Queen's Health Systems is embarking on a multi— 
year redevelopment and expansion of its West Oahu and Punchbowl 
campuses, among other projects. This measure will help The 
Queen's Health System to finance these projects. 
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Your Committee has amended this measure by: 

(l) Making it effective upon its approval; and 

(2) Making a technical, nonsubstantive amendment for the 
purposes of clarity and consistency. 

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your 
Committee on Health that is attached to this report, your 
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. 
No. 1798, H.D. l, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass 
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 1798, 
H.D. 1, S.D. l, and be referred to your Committee on Ways and 
Means.
