Your Committee finds that the Uniform Recognition and
Enforcement of Canadian Domestic-Violence Protection Orders Act
has been enacted in California, Delaware, Minnesota, Nevada, North
Dakota, Washington, and Wisconsin. The Uniform Recognition and
Enforcement of Canadian Domestic-Viclence Protection Orders Act 1is
part of state, federal, and international efforts to recognize
domestic-violence protection orders across jurisdictions. This
measure will help Canadian visitors by allowing them to go to
court in Hawaii to enforce a protective order rather than
requiring them to return to Canada for that purpose.
