The purpose and intent of this measure is to replace the 
existing Emergency Management Assistance Compact with a new 
Emergency Management Assistance Compact. 

Your Committee received written comments in support of this 
measure from the Hawaii Emergency Management Agency and Hawaii 
State Energy Office. 

Your Committee received written comments in opposition to 
this measure from Hawaii Association for Justice. 

Your Committee finds that this measure will update and better 
align the State's emergency management practices with those of 
other jurisdictions throughout the United States. 

Your Committee has amended this measure by: 

(l) Deleting provisions that designate the Adjutant General 
as: 
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(A) The legally designated state official having 
assigned responsibility for emergency management 
for the State; and 

(B) The authorized representative of the State who may 
request assistance of another party state; and 

(2) Making technical nonsubstantive changes for purposes of 
clarity, consistency, and style. 

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your 
Committee on Ways and Means that is attached to this report, your 
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. 
No. 2119, H.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass 
Third Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2119, 
H.D. 2, S.D. l.
