Association.

Your Committee finds that the Kupuna Caregivers Program and
Kupuna Care Program offer similar services for older adults and
their caregivers. Your Committee further finds that combining the
two programs will provide an array of seamless services and
support to meet the needs of older adults and their caregivers.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2060, to
encourage further discussion; and
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(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.
