Your Committee on Agriculture, to which was referred H.B. No.
2280 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO REAL PROPERTY,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to prohibit planned community
associations from prohibiting or unreasonably restricting the use
of a unit owner’s enclosed yard for personal agriculture.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from three individuals. Your Committee received testimony in
opposition to this measure from the Community Associations
Institute Legislative Action Committee and one individual.

Your Committee finds that providing latitude to unit owners
of planned community associations to use their enclosed yards for
personal agriculture can promote good health, improve the local
environment, and improve neighborhood spaces.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
effective date to July 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Agriculture that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of I-LB. No.
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2280, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2280, H.D. 1, and
be referred to your Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce.
