(2) Require the pretrial female risk and needs assessment
tool to consider certain factors important to evaluate a
female offender's risk to reoffend.

Your Committee finds that a female offender's pathways to
crime and risk factors for recidivism are often different than
those of male offenders and specialized tools are needed to
adequately identify these pathways and risks. This measure
supports the use of a pretrial gender-responsive risk and needs
assessment tool, which is critical in evaluating a female
offender's risk of recidivism and other specialized treatment
needs.
