Your Committee further finds
that blockchain technology can be leveraged to support an array of
government and public-sector applications, including land
registration, identity management, supply-chain traceability,
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health care, corporate registration, taxation, voting, digital
currency and payments, and legal-entities management.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Higher Education & Technology that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.C.R. No. 165 and recommends that it be referred to your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce.
