The purpose and intent of this measure is to urge the City
and County of Honolulu to establish a new police district in
Leeward Oahu to provide adequate police services and law
enforcement response for growing Leeward Oahu communities.

Your Committee finds that a significant percentage of Oahu's
population reside in Leeward Oahu and populations in the Leeward
Oahu communities rose between 2015 and 2019. Your Committee
believes that the law enforcement needs of a growing Leeward Oahu
population call for an additional police station within Honolulu
Police Department District 8. This measure will provide improved
police response and other services to the Leeward Oahu communities
by urging the City and County of Honolulu to establish a new
police district in Leeward Oahu.

Committee on Public Safety, Intergovernmental, and Military
Affairs that is attached to this report, your Committee concurs
