Your Committee finds that high quality early care and
education have a variety of positive outcomes for children,
including ameliorating the effects of poverty, detecting and
remediating developmental delays, identifying signs of child
neglect and preventing further neglect, and better preparing
children for school, which all contribute to increasing their
likelihood of success in life. This measure highlights the
critical role of child care providers by designating the month of
September 2022 as Child Care Provider Appreciation Month.
