Your Committee on Agriculture and Environment, to which was 
referred S.B. No. 1025 entitled: 

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO AGRICULTURAL ENTERPRISES,” 

begs leave to report as follows: 

The purpose and intent of this measure is to: 

(l) Authorize the Department of Agriculture to plan, design, 
construct, operate, manage, maintain, repair, demolish, 
and remove infrastructure on any lands under its 
jurisdiction; 

(2) Establish the Agricultural Enterprise Program and 
Special Fund; and 

(3) Require the Board of Agriculture to annually report an 
accounting of non—agricultural park lessees to the 
Legislature.

The Department of Agriculture plays an important 
role in supporting enterprises that lack the necessary resources 
to increase productivity. This measure establishes an 
agricultural enterprise program, which will allow the Department 
of Agriculture to provide continued support for agricultural 
enterprises. 

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your 
Committee on Agriculture and Environment that is attached to this 
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of 
S.Bi No. 1025 and recommends that it pass Second Reading and be 
referred to your Committee on Ways and Means.
