The purpose of this measure is to require the driver of a
moped to be in immediate possession of a valid driver's license or
instruction permit at all times.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Transportation and Honolulu Police
Department.

Your Committee finds that existing state laws have created
confusion regarding license requirements for moped operation on
public roadways. This measure clarifies that an operator of a
moped shall be required to have in their immediate possession
their current driver's license or instruction permit at all times,
making it easier for law enforcement to determine who can legally
operate a moped on the roadways.
