Your Committees received testimony in support of this measure
from the Executive Office on Aging, Hawaii State Council on
Developmental Disabilities, Hawai‘i Civil Rights Commission,
Disability and Communication Access Board, National Federation of
the Blind of Hawaii, and eight individuals. Your Committees
received comments on this measure from the Office of Enterprise
Technology Services and one individual.

Your Committees find that electronic information technology
has rapidly replaced conventional printed communications in the

(1) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2060, to

Education & Technology that are attached to this report, your
Committees are in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
