The purpose and intent of this measure is to exempt certain
Department of Education employees from the state residency
requirement under section 78-1, Hawaii Revised Statutes.

Your Committees received testimony in opposition to this
measure from the Hawail State Teachers Association and one
individual. Your Committees received comments on this measure
from the Department of Education.

Your Committees find that technology allows individuals to
work entirely remotely. Your Committees further find that the
Department of Education needs professionals to f£ill certain
specialized positions, particularly those positions in the areas
of information technology and online learning. This measure
allows to the Department of Education to satisfy critical hiring
needs by allowing them to hire non-resident employees.

Your Committees have amended this measure by inserting an
effective date of July 30, 2075, to encourage further discussion.
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As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Judiciary and Ways and Means that are attached to
this report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and
purpose of S.B. No. 2183, S$.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommend
that it pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B.
