The purpose and intent of this measure is to require public
utilities to prioritize maintenance and upkeep to infrastructure
in areas of heavy traffic to minimize disruption to
transportation.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Transportation. Your Committee received

Your Committee finds that prolonged maintenance work by
public utilities in areas of high traffic can create bottlenecks
which lead to greater numbers of accidents and prolong already
lengthy commutes. The purpose of this measure is to require
public utilities to prioritize maintenance and upkeep to
infrastructure in areas with heavy traffic in order to minimize
disruptions to transportation.

Your Committee has amended this measure by inserting an
effective date of July 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
