Your Committees on Judiciary and Ways and Means, to which was 
referred S.B. No. 2298, S.D. l, entitled: 

”A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO WAGES,” 

beg leave to report as follows: 

The purpose and intent of this measure is to increase the 
classification for violations of wages and hours laws to a class C 

felony. 

Your Committees received testimony in support of this measure 
from the Department of Labor and Industrial Relations, Hawaii 
State AFL—CIO, and Operating Engineers Local Union No. 3. Your 
Committees received testimony in opposition to this measure from 
one individual. 

Your Committees find that State labor laws should vigorously 
protect workers from employers who fail to pay their employees. 
Wage theft accounts for $15,000,000 stolen each year, which totals 
more than all stolen money from physical burglaries in the United 
States combined. This measure will provide a greater deterrence 
to employers who Violate wage and hour laws or other compensation 
laws, and protect and elevate the State's economically vulnerable 
workers. 
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Your Committees note that the state of mind required for a 
class C felony should be the state of mind currently applicable to 
a misdemeanor. 

Accordingly, your Committees have amended this measure by 
removing the knowingly state of mind requirement from the Class C 

felony. 

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your 
Committees on Judiciary and Ways and Means that are attached to 
this report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and 
purpose of S.B. No. 2298, S.D. l, as amended herein, and recommend 
that it pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. 
No. 2298, S.D. 2.
