The purpose of this measure is to require the Department of
Hawalian Home Lands, with the assistance of the Office of
Enterprise Technology Services, to create an interactive digital
database software program of its applicant, beneficiary, and
lessee records, which must contain relevant information on each
individual's homestead lease application status, number of
applications, address, number of denied leases, designated
successors, history of obtaining leases as an applicant or as a
successor, and other information as determined by the Hawaiian
Homes Commission, by July 1, 2023.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from one individual. Your Committee received comments on this

measure from the Department of Budget and Finance and Department
of Hawaiian Home Lands.

Your Committee finds that the compilation of applicant and
other relevant information into a single interactive database will
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increase efficiency within the Department of Hawaiian Home Lands
and reduce the potential for lease award abuses.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Higher Education & Technology that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of S.B. No. 2567, S.D. 1, and recommends that it pass
