Your Committee received written comments in support of this 
measure from the University of Hawaii, Department of Public 
Safety, Hawaii Substance Abuse Coalition, Community Alliance on 
Prisons, Hawaii Health and Harm Reduction Center, Women's Prison 
Project, and three individuals. 

Your Committee received written comments on this measure from 
the Department of Human Services and Department of Budget and 
Finance. 

Your Committee finds that the educational opportunities 
provided by this measure will help to reduce recidivism and assist 
incarcerated women integrating back into society by developing 
their employment skills, helping them to obtain their General 
Educational Development diploma, providing them with college—level 
education, enhancing their self—esteem, and providing them with 
beneficial parenting skills.
