"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE PROTECTION OF TARO,"

The purpose and intent of this measure is to improve 
protections for taro lands and production. 

Specifically, this measure: 

(l) Establishes a fourth classification of land for 
intensive agricultural use designated for certain taro 
land; 

(2) Prohibits the Board of Land and Natural Resources from 
disturbing certain ancient taro lands, systems, and 
elements; and 

(3) Requires the Land Use Commission to create an inventory. 

Your Committee received written comments in support of this 
measure from the Department of Land and Natural Resources; ‘Ai 
Pohaku; Kipahulu Ohana, Inc.; Green Party Hawaii; Environmental 
Caucus of the Democratic Party of Hawaii; Hawaii Farm Bureau; and 
ten individuals.
