Your Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs, to which was
referred S.B. No. 2764, S.D. 2, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO SPECIAL MANAGEMENT AREAS,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to expand exclusions from the
definition of “development” as it applies to special management
areas to reduce the need for special management area permits for
certain activities.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Land and Natural Resources, Department of
Transportation, Office of Planning and Sustainable Development,
Department of Planning and Permitting of the City and County of
Honolulu, Department of Planning of the County of Maui, and Hawai’i
State Association of Counties.

Your Committee finds that this measure will streamline
special management area permitting procedures and reduce costs for
certain activities that do not have adverse environmental impacts
on the special management area.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Reducing, from seven thousand five hundred to five
thousand square feet, the floor area of certain single—
family residences whose construction or reconstruction
is not deemed development; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.
