No. 2771 entitled: 

”A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO RISK AND NEEDS ASSESSMENT FOR 
FEMALE OFFENDERS," 

begs leave to report as follows: 

The purpose and intent of this measure is to improve outcomes 
for female offenders. 

More specifically, the measure requires the Department of 
Public Safety to: 

(l) Conduct pretrial female risk and needs assessments to 
measure female offenders' risk of flight, reoffending, 
or harming the community; and 

(2) Consider factors important to women when considering 
their risks of reoffending and their treatment needs. 

Your Committee received written comments in support of this 
measure from the Hawaii Substance Abuse Coalition, Women's Prison 
Project, and four individuals. 

Your Committee received written comments on this measure from 
the Department of Public Safety. 
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Your Committee finds that more individualized identification 
of women inmates' risk factors and needs would result in the 
provision of more effective interventions and services for these 
offenders and help to reduce recidivism. 

Your Committee has amended this measure by making technical 
nonsubstantive amendments for purposes of clarity, consistency,~ 
and style. 

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your 
Committee on Ways and Means that is attached to this report, your 
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. 
No. 2771, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third 
Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 2771, S.D. 1.
