The purpose of this measure is to amend the law regarding
advance warning of excavations (One Call law) to improve consumer
protection, including:

(1) Narrowing the exemption from the requirements of the One
Call law for excavations performed on certain
residential property to only those excavations performed
less than twelve inches in the ground;

(2) Clarifying that locators are subject to the requirements
of the One Call law; and

(3) Specifying the situations in which persons have a duty
to notify emergency services and operators of hazards
and minimize the hazards.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Public Utilities Commission.
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Your Committee finds that the amendments proposed by this
measure will help reduce risks to homeowners, residential
communities, and those involved in performing excavation work.
