The purpose and intent of this measure is to expedite the 
lease of public lands to establish long—term revenue streams. 

Specifically, this measure makes leases for commercial, 
industrial, and hotel or resort purposes eligible for disposition 
by negotiation. 

Your Committees received written comments in support of this 
measure from the Department of Land and Natural Resources. 

Your Committees received written comments in opposition to 
this measure from Sierra Club of Hawaii, Pono Hawaii Initiative, 
Hawaii Alliance for Progressive Action, Kupuna for the Moopuna, 
UNITE HERE Local 5, Uprooted and Rising, and twenty—seven 
individuals. 

Your Committees find that leases disposed of by negotiation 
pursuant to this measure would be subject to approval by the Board 
of Land and Natural Resources in an open, public meeting that 
would offer members of the public, including any potential 
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competing parties, the opportunity to review the proposed lease 
and provide testimony to the Board. 

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your 
Committees on Ways and Means and Judiciary that are attached to 
this report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and 
purpose of S.B. No. 3133, S.D. l, and recommend that it pass Third 
Reading.
