(1) Establish a working group to develop a plan for the
phased in consolidation of procurement services and
staff within executive branch agencies within a five—
year timespan, excluding the Department of Education,
Hawaii Health Systems Corporation, University of Hawaii,
and Office of Hawaiian Affairs;

(2) Require the working group to make recommendations for
attracting high—quality procurement professionals to the
State; and

(3) Appropriate funds to the State Procurement Office to
support the activities of the working group.

Your Committee received comments on this measure from the
Department of Human Services, Department of Budget and Finance,
and State Procurement Office.
