Your Committee further finds that the
coronavirus disease 2019 pandemic’s impact on shifting education
toward digital learning has increased the importance of media
literacy and digital citizenship. This measure promotes the
incorporation of instruction on media literacy and digital
citizenship within public schools, which will help prepare public
school students to live and work in a digital world.

Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
S.C.R. No. 28 and recommends its adoption.
