The purpose and intent of this measure is to request the 
Department of Education to develop and implement a Civil rights 
curriculum through which students in all public elementary, 
middle, intermediate, and high schools will be able to take 
courses offering fact—based information on civil rights and the 
Civil Rights Movement. 

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure 
from the Hawai‘i Civil Rights Commission. 

Your Committee finds that the Civil Rights Movement was 
pivotal in addressing pervasive social and institutional 
inequities in the United States. Your Committee further finds 
that it is essential for students in the State to learn about and 
understand the importance of the Civil Rights Movement. 
Accordingly, this measure promotes productive civic engagement by 
requesting the Department of Education to develop and implement 
civil rights curricula. 
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your 
Committee on Education that is attached to this report, your 
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of S.R. No. 219 and 
recommends its adoption.
