CALL TO ORDER: Chair Legal called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Quorum was established with eight (8)
board members present. Note — This nine (9) member board requires five (5) members to establish quorum and
take official Board action.

Board Members Absent: None were absent.

Johnny Reid (Hawaii Authority for Rapid Transit); Frank Genadio (Oahu Metropolitan Planning Organization); Craig

CITY MONTHLY REPORTS

Honolulu Fire Department (HFD): Chair Legal read the following report:
o Januag 2021: There was one (1) structure fire, two (2) brush fires, one (1) nuisance fire, six (6) activated

alarms with no fire, 97 medical calls, and five (5) motor vehicle collisions.
~ Safety tip: Firefighter Nakamura spoke of electrical safety tips.

Questions, comments and concerns followed: Fires: Chair Legal read response to question about fires at Pu‘u 0
Kapolei Park, one fire was the result of a downed power line.

Honolulu Police Department (HPD): Corporal Roland Pagan was present and gave the following report:
0 December 2020: There were 52 auto thefts, 16 burglaries, 189 thefts, 82 unauthorized entry into motor

vehicles (UEMVs), with a total of 10,935 calls for sen/ice.
o Catalygic Converters: Corporal Pagan spoke of an increase in catalytic converter thefts, stated individuals

stealing converters are selling them to mechanics in their garages and gave anti-theft tips.
Questions, comments and concerns followed:

1. Catalytic Converters: Spreg asked and Corporal Pagan answered regarding how many arrests were made
from individuals stealing catalytic converters.

2. Body Cams: Chair Legal asked and Corporal Pagan answered about the effectiveness of body cameras.

Mayor Rick Blangiardi’s Representative: Jerry Pupillo was present but there were no concerns to address.
Questions, comments and concerns followed:

1. Youth Sports: Chair Legal inquired and Pupillo responded about opening parks for youth sports.
2. Director: Dudley questioned and Pupillo replied regarding Alex Kozlov’s appointed position as the Director of

Design and Construction (DDC).
3. Introduction: Resident MC Timson inquired of Pupillo to introduce himself.

Councilmember Andria Tupola — Legislative Aide Louis Galdeira had the following report to give:
o Youth Sports: Galdeira spoke about issues revolving around opening parks for youth sports.
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o Homeless Encampments: Galdeira noted homeless encampments in Kapolei and thanked HPD for
collaborating with businesses to spearhead this issue.

v Makakilo Drive Update: Galdeira told the Board he is awaiting a response from Department of Transportation
(DTS). _

o Kunehi Street intersection: Galdeira spoke of four (4) intersections for traffic light installation.
Questions, comments and concerns followed:

1. Thanks: Ferreira expressed his thanks to Galdeira and to Councilmember Tupola.
2. Monster Home: Resident Timson informed the Board and the Community of a potential monster home built

at the end of Nohona Street. Galdeira read the answer Department of Planning and Pennitting gave regarding
the structure built, stated the tent is not a dwelling. Ferreira inquired and Chair Legal responded about the
structure not being an Adult Dwelling Unit (ADU). ,

3. Makakilo Dog Park: Spreg inquired and Galdeira responded, regarding the status of the dog park.
4. Homeless: Frank Genadio asked and Galdeira responded about what happens to the homeless once they

are moved. Corporal Pagan gave insight on where the homeless end up.

Board of Water Sup@L(BWS) — No representative was present, Chair Legal read report to the Board and the
Community.

Spreg left at 7:40 p.m., eight (8) board members remaining.

Honolulu Authority for Rapid Transportation (HART): Johnny Reid was present and read report to the Board.
Questions and comments followed:

1. Education: Helsham inquired and Reid answered about adding media in educating the public how to use the
rail transit system.

2. Special Needs/Bus Pass: Moon asked and Reid responded regarding special needs accommodations and
utilizing the HOLO card for the rail. -

3. Enforcement: Ferreira inquired and Reid replied about having transit police providing enforcement on the rail.
4. Boute Change: Dudley asked and Reid responded about a route change that is being evaluated on the makai

side of Dillingham Boulevard.

Genadio reported

transit ridership has decreased 60% during the last nine (9) months.
o OMPO Budget: Genadio stated there is an operation budget of $6 million.
o Transportation Planning: Genadio reported OMPO is intending to engage students from kindergarten to 12th

grade in transportation planning.
