Re: Restoration of Training Funds for Unemployed 
 
My administration is committed to assisting displaced workers and I am pleased to 
report that the $10 million to the Department of Business, Economic Development, and 
Tourism (DBEDT) for SCRF Retraining and Workforce Development, known as Hawai‘i 
Works, has been approved and contracts have been signed. DBEDT will be providing 
documentation in their response regarding Act 9 program funding later this week. We 
will continue looking into opportunities to fund workforce development initiatives as 
feasible.  
 
We have identified funding for a grant program to encourage development of Hawai‘i's 
technology and agriculture industries. We expect that this will naturally drive workforce 
development in a new direction that will help diversify our economy. 
 
We look forward to continued collaboration with you to ensure support of our workforce 
and economy.
