Branch, Project Control Section and the Office of Fiscal Services (OFS), Procurement and 
Contracts Branch take, in accordance with procurement position levels, the procurement 
training listed in the State Procurement Office’s (SPO) Procurement Training Requirements 
Table.  (Reference SPO Training Requirements website page ⇒ https://spo.hawaii.gov/for-
state-county-personnel/training/training-requirements/) 
 
Other Department personnel with delegated procurement and contracting authority take the 
Procurement and Contracts Course training modules.  These training modules are self-paced, 
online and include the following topics:

• State Code of Ethics;  
• Delegation of Procurement and Contracting Authority;

Response: 

 
The Department conducts procurements in accordance with the applicable statutes, rules, 
procurement circulars and directives; Department policies and procedures; and any applicable 
federal regulations.  If an Administrator for a school/office is not able to obtain the goods, 
services, or construction under their delegated authority, either the OFO Auxiliary Services 
Branch, Project Control Section (projects for construction, Architecture & Engineering) or the 
OFS Procurement and Contracts Branch (projects for goods, services, including Health and 
Human services) would assist with the formal project. 
 
The method of solicitation would be determined based upon, but not limited to, the following 
factors: 

• What is planned to be purchased; 
• Whether the primary consideration in determining award may not be price; 
• Whether the contract needs to be other than a fixed-price type; 
• Whether the specifications for the goods, services, or construction, or delivery 

requirements cannot be sufficiently described; 
• Whether oral or written discussions may need to be conducted with offerors concerning 

technical and price aspects of their proposals; 
• Whether offers may need to be afforded the opportunity to revise their proposals, 

including price; 
• Whether award may need to be based upon a comparative evaluation as stated in the 

Request for Proposals of differing price, quality, and contractual factors in order to 
determine the most advantageous offer; and 

• How the use of the resultant contract/goods/services would be implemented.

5. Please share the national guidance/standard that other municipalities have applied on how 
you contract out for the Job Order Contracts (JOC) Program. 
 
Response: 
 
Attached are two examples of Request for Proposals for a JOC consultant to assist with 
development of a JOC program that exemplify the approach in other jurisdictions and were 
helpful in the Department’s deliberations (Attachment C).  Most JOC programs are based on 
an indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity basis with a schedule of values for the work 
established as part of the contract.  The value of the work is based on an analysis of cost for 
the work in the same geographic area and is set by the owner or the owner’s representative.  
As the price is fixed, the variables for each job are the means and method to be employed, 
and the number of units of the pre-priced work activities/materials authorized. 
 

a. Is there criteria on the description of the scope of work, like repairs and maintenance, 
that can be done under this program (e.g., roof leaks)? 
 
The scope of work is collaboratively developed between the JOC contractor and the 
owner.  It is based on the Construction Task Catalog (CTC) that has pricing for all 
manner of construction tasks and materials.  If there is an element not contemplated by 
the CTC, there is a procedure to establish pricing pursuant to the contract terms within 
the CTC.  JOC is better suited to repair and maintenance projects rather than complex 
projects requiring plans and permitting.  However, it can be used for complex projects if 
proper accommodations are established by the purchasing agency.  The Department’s 
experience is that the use of JOCs for complex projects is highly situational and 
requires significant planning.

1. Has your Department faced any protests on either goods/services and/or construction?  If so, 
what was the basis of the protests and how long did they take to resolve? 
 
Response: 
 
Yes.  Calendar year 2020 information is being provided to align with what the Department 
previously provided for construction projects.  See attached listing (Attachment D). 
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2. Does the Procurement and Contracts Branch do procurement for all schools, or are the 
individual schools delegated procurement authority to do their own procurement? 

 
Response: 
 
Administrators for schools and offices are delegated procurement and contracting authority to 
conduct certain procurement and contracting activities.  The Procurement and Contracts 
Branch supports schools and offices with formal procurement projects and contracts, including 
formal competitive solicitations.

3. Is there a dollar threshold when the IDIQ list is utilized? 
 

Response: 
 
The dollar thresholds, if applicable, are set forth in that specific solicitation.  For instance, the 
JOC contracts have a guaranteed total valuation of $10,000,000.00 and an anticipated annual 
valuation of $25,000,000.00.  For the current JOC contracts, individual projects have no 
contractual minimum or maximum subject to funding at the time of award, however, projects 
less than $50,000.00 are performed by Department personnel.  Funds are encumbered at the 
time of each project’s award.

Negotiations may or may not be conducted with the finalists; therefore, the Statement submitted should

contain Respondent's most favorable terms and conditions, since the selection and award may be made

RECITALS 

 

WHEREAS, County and Contractor are entering into this Contract for Job Order Contracting and 

Indefinite Quantity Contracting Program Administration and Support Services Program Administration 

and Support Services under a fixed-fee Contract; and,  

 

WHEREAS, County solicited Job Order Contracting and Indefinite Quantity Contracting 

Program Administration and Support Services as set forth herein, and Contractor has represented that it is 

qualified to provide Job Order Contracting and Indefinite Quantity Contracting Program Administration 

and Support Services to the County as further set forth herein; and, 

WHEREAS, Contractor agrees to provide Job Order Contracting and Indefinite Quantity 

Contracting Program Administration and Support Services to the County as further set forth in the Scope 

of Work, attached hereto as Attachment A and incorporated herein; and, 

WHEREAS, County agrees to pay Contractor the fees as further set forth in Contractor’s Pricing, 

attached hereto as Attachment B and incorporated herein;

ARTICLES 

 

1. Scope of Contract:  This Contract, including attachment(s), specifies the contractual terms and 

conditions by which the Contractor will provide Job Order Contracting and Indefinite Quantity 

Contracting Program Administration and Support Services, on an “as needed” basis under a fixed-fee 

Contract, as set forth in the Scope of Work identified as Attachment A to this Contract. 

  

2. Term:  The initial term of this Contract shall be effective July 1, 2015 and shall continue for five (5) 

years from that date, unless otherwise terminated as provided herein.  

 

3. Contingency of Funds: Contractor acknowledges that funding or portions of funding for this 

Contract may be contingent upon state budget approval; receipt of funds from, and/or obligation of 

funds by, the state of California to County; and inclusion of sufficient funding for the services 

hereunder in the budget approved by County’s Board of Supervisors for each fiscal year covered by 

this Contract.

5. Child Support Enforcement Requirements: Contractor is required to comply with the child support 

enforcement requirements of the County.

Failure to cure such breach within 60 calendar days of notice from the County shall 

constitute grounds for termination of the Contract. 

6. Publication: No copies of sketches, schedules, written documents, computer based data, 

photographs, maps or graphs, including graphic art work, resulting from performance or prepared in 

connection with this Contract, are to be released by Contractor and/or anyone acting under the 

supervision of Contractor to any person, partnership, company, corporation, or agency, without prior 

written approval by the County and District, except as necessary for the performance of the services 

of this Contract.

a. Afford the Contractor written notice of the breach and ten calendar days or such   shorter 

time that may be specified in this Contract within which to cure the breach; 

b. Discontinue payment to the Contractor for and during the period in which the Contractor 

is in breach and offset against any monies billed by the Contractor but yet unpaid by the 

County those monies disallowed pursuant to the above.

County reserves 

the right to refuse any goods or services and to cancel all or any part of the goods not conforming to 

applicable specifications, drawings, samples or description, or services that do not conform to the 

prescribed Scope of Work.  Acceptance of any part of the order for goods shall not bind County to 

accept future shipments, nor deprive it of the right to return goods already accepted, at Contractor’s 

expense. Overshipments and undershipments of goods shall be only as agreed to in writing by 

County. Delivery shall not be deemed to be complete until all goods, or services, have actually been 

received and accepted in writing by County. 
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18. Acceptance/Payment: Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by County, 1) acceptance shall not be 

deemed complete unless in writing and until all the goods/services have actually been received, 

inspected, and tested to the satisfaction of County, and 2) payment shall be made in arrears. 

19. Warranty: Contractor expressly warrants that the goods/services covered by this Contract are 1) free 

of liens or encumbrances, 2) merchantable and good for the ordinary purposes for which they are 

used, and 3) fit for the particular purpose for which they are intended.  Acceptance of this order shall 

constitute an agreement upon Contractor’s part to indemnify, defend and hold County and its 

indemnities as identified in Article “46” below, and as more fully described in Article“46”, harmless 

from liability, loss, damage and expense, including reasonable counsel fees, incurred or sustained by 

County by reason of the failure of the goods/services to conform to such warranties, faulty work 

performance, negligent or unlawful acts, and non-compliance with any applicable state or federal 

codes, ordinances, orders, or statutes, including the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) and 

the California Industrial Safety Act. Such remedies shall be in addition to any other remedies 

provided by law. 

20. Patent/Copyright Materials/Proprietary Infringement:  Unless otherwise expressly provided in 

this Contract, Contractor shall be solely responsible for clearing the right to use any patented or 

copyrighted materials in the performance of this Contract.  Contractor warrants that any software as 

modified through services provided hereunder will not infringe upon or violate any patent, proprietary 

right, or trade secret right of any third party.  Contractor agrees that, in accordance with the more 

specific requirement contained in Article “46” below, it shall indemnify, defend and hold County and 

County Indemnities harmless from any and all such claims and be responsible for payment of all 

costs, damages, penalties and expenses related to or arising from such claim(s), including, but not 

limited to, attorney’s fees, costs and expenses. 

21. Assignment or Subcontracting:  The terms, covenants, and conditions contained herein shall apply 

to and bind the heirs, successors, executors, administrators and assigns of the parties. Furthermore, 

neither the performance of this Contract nor any portion thereof may be assigned or subcontracted by 

Contractor without the express written consent of County. Any attempt by Contractor to assign or 

sub-contract the performance or any portion thereof of this Contract without the express written 

consent of County shall be invalid and shall constitute a breach of this Contract. 

22. Non-Discrimination:  In the performance of this Contract, Contractor agrees that it will comply with 

the requirements of Section 1735 of the California Labor Code and not engage nor permit any 

subcontractors to engage in discrimination in employment of persons because of the race, religious 

creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical disability, mental disability, medical condition, 

marital status, or sex of such persons.  Contractor acknowledges that a violation of this provision shall 

subject Contractor to all the penalties imposed for a violation of Anti-Discrimination Law or 

regulation, including but not limited to, Section 1720 et seq. of the California Labor Code. 

23. Termination:  In addition to any other remedies or rights it may have by law and those set forth in 

this Contract, County has the right to terminate this Contract without penalty immediately with cause 

or after 30 days’ written notice without cause, unless otherwise specified.  Cause shall be defined as 

any breach of Contract, any misrepresentation or fraud on the part of the Contractor. Exercise by 

County of its right to terminate the Contract shall relieve County of all further obligations.   

24. Consent to Breach Not Waiver: No term or provision of this Contract shall be deemed waived and 

no breach excused, unless such waiver or consent shall be in writing and signed by the Party claimed 

to have waived or consented. Any consent by any Party to, or waiver of, a breach by the other, 
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whether express or implied, shall not constitute consent to, waiver of, or excuse for any other 

different or subsequent breach. 

25. Remedies Not Exclusive: The remedies for breach set forth in this Contract are cumulative as to one 

another and as to any other provided by law, rather than exclusive; and the expression of certain 

remedies in this Contract does not preclude resort by either Party to any other remedies provided by 

law. 

26. Independent Contractor:  Contractor shall be considered an independent Contractor and neither the 

Contractor, its employees, nor anyone working for Contractor under this Contract shall be considered 

an agent or an employee of County. Neither the Contractor, employees nor anyone working for the 

Contractor under this Contract shall qualify for workers’ compensation or other fringe benefits of any 

kind through County.  

27. Performance:  Contractor shall perform all work under this Contract, taking necessary steps 

and precautions to perform the work to County’s satisfaction. Contractor shall be responsible for the 

professional quality, technical assurance, timely completion and coordination of all documentation 

and other goods/services furnished by the Contractor under this Contract. Contractor shall perform all 

work diligently, carefully, and in a good and workman-like manner; shall furnish all labor, 

supervision, machinery, equipment, materials, and supplies necessary therefore; shall at its sole 

expense obtain and maintain all permits and licenses required by public authorities, including those of 

County required in its governmental capacity, in connection with performance of the work; and, if 

permitted to subcontract, shall be fully responsible for all work performed by subcontractors. 

28. Insurance Provisions: Prior to the provisions of services under this Contract, the Contractor agrees 

to purchase all required insurance at Contractor’s expense and to deposit with the County Certificates 

of Insurance, including all endorsements required herein, necessary to satisfy the Country that the 

insurance provisions of this Contract have been complied with and to keep such insurance coverage 

and the certificates therefore on deposit with the County during the entire term of this Contract. In 

addition, all subcontractors performing work on behalf of Contractor pursuant to this Contract shall 

obtain insurance subject to the same terms and conditions as set forth herein for Contractor. 

All self-insured retentions (SIRs) and deductibles shall be clearly stated on the Certificate of 

Insurance.  If no SIRs or deductibles apply, indicate this on the Certificate of Insurance with a 0 by 

the appropriate line of coverage.   Any self-insured retention (SIR) or deductible in an amount in 

excess of $25,000 ($5,000 for automobile liability), shall specifically be approved by the County 

Executive Office (CEO)/Office of Risk Management.  

If the Contractor fails to maintain insurance acceptable to the County for the full term of this 

Contract, the County may terminate this Contract. 

Qualified Insurer: Minimum insurance company ratings as determined by the most current edition 

of the Best’s Key Rating Guide/Property-Casualty/United States or ambest.com shall be A-

(Secure A.M. Best’s Rating) and VIII (Financial Size Category). 

The policy or policies of insurance must be issued by an insurer licensed to do business in the state of 

California (California Admitted Carrier).  If the carrier is a non-admitted carrier in the state of 

California and does not meet or exceed an A.M. Best rating of A-/VIII, CEO/Office of Risk 

Management retains the right to approve or reject carrier after a review of the company's performance 
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and financial ratings.  If the non-admitted carrier meets or exceeds the minimum A.M. Best rating of 

A-/VIII, the agency can accept the insurance.

CA 00 20, or a substitute form providing coverage at least as broad. 

 

Required Endorsements 

 

The Commercial General Liability policy shall contain the following endorsements, which shall 

accompany the Certificate of insurance: 

 
1) An Additional Insured endorsement using ISO form CG 2010 or CG 2033 or 

a form at least as broad naming the County of Orange, its elected and 

appointed officials, officers, employees, agents as Additional Insureds. 

2) A primary non-contributing endorsement evidencing that the contractor’s 

insurance is primary and any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the 

County of Orange shall be excess and non-contributing. 

 

All insurance policies required by this contract shall waive all rights of subrogation against the 

County of Orange and members of the Board of Supervisors, its elected and appointed officials, 

officers, agents and employees when acting within the scope of their appointment or employment. 

The Workers’ Compensation policy shall contain a waiver of subrogation endorsement waiving all 

rights of subrogation against the County of Orange, and members of the Board of Supervisors, its 

elected and appointed officials, officers, agents and employees. 
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All insurance policies required by this contract shall give the County of Orange 30 days notice in the 

event of cancellation and 10 days for non-payment of premium.  This shall be evidenced by policy 

provisions or an endorsement separate from the Certificate of Insurance.   

If Contractor's Professional Liability policy is a "claims made" policy, Contractor shall agree to 

maintain professional liability coverage for two years following completion of contract. 

The Commercial General Liability policy shall contain a severability of interest’s clause also known 

as a “separation of insureds” clause (standard in the ISO CG 0001 policy).

If the Contractor fails to provide the insurance certificates and endorsements within seven days of 

notification by OC Public Works Procurement Division, award may be made to the next qualified 

vendor. 

County expressly retains the right to require Contractor to increase or decrease insurance of any of the 

above insurance types throughout the term of this Contract.  Any increase or decrease in insurance 

will be as deemed by County of Orange Risk Manager as appropriate to adequately protect County.  

County shall notify Contractor in writing of changes in the insurance requirements.  If Contractor 

does not deposit copies of acceptable certificates of insurance and endorsements with County 

incorporating such changes within thirty days of receipt of such notice, this Contract may be in breach 

without further notice to Contractor, and County shall be entitled to all legal remedies. 

The procuring of such required policy or policies of insurance shall not be construed to limit 

Contractor's liability hereunder nor to fulfill the indemnification provisions and requirements of this 

Contract, nor act in any way to reduce the policy coverage and limits available from the insurer. 

29. Bills and Liens:  Contractor shall pay promptly all indebtedness for labor, materials and equipment 

used in performance of the work.  Contractor shall not permit any lien or charge to attach to the work 

or the premises, but if any does so attach, Contractor shall promptly procure its release and, in 

accordance with the requirements of Article “46” below, indemnify, defend, and hold County 

harmless and be responsible for payment of all costs, damages, penalties and expenses related to or 

arising from or related thereto. 

30. Changes:  Contractor shall make no changes in the work or perform any additional work without the 

County’s specific written approval. 

31. Change of Ownership: Contractor agrees that if there is a change or transfer in ownership of 

Contractor’s business prior to completion of this Contract, the new owners shall be required under 

terms of sale or other transfer to assume Contractor’s duties and obligations contained in this Contract 

and complete them to the satisfaction of County.. 

32. Force Majeure: Contractor shall not be assessed with liquidated damages or unsatisfactory 
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performance penalties during any delay beyond the time named for the performance of this Contract 

caused by any act of God, war, civil disorder, employment strike or other cause beyond its reasonable 

control, provided Contractor gives written notice of the cause of the delay to County within 36 hours 

of the start of the delay and Contractor avails himself of any available remedies. 

33. Confidentiality: Contractor agrees to maintain the confidentiality of all County and County and 

County-related records and information pursuant to all statutory laws relating to privacy and 

confidentiality that currently exist or exist at any time during the term of this Contract. All such 

records and information shall be considered confidential and kept confidential by Contractor and 

Contractor’s staff, agents and employees. 

34. Compliance with Laws:  Contractor represents and warrants that services to be provided under this 

Contract shall fully comply, at Contractor’s expense, with all standards, laws, statutes, restrictions, 

ordinances, requirements, and regulations (collectively “laws”), including, but not limited to those 

issued by County in its governmental capacity and all other laws applicable to the services at the time 

services are provided to and accepted by County. Contractor acknowledges that County is relying on 

Contractor to ensure such compliance, and pursuant to the requirements of Article “46” below, 

Contractor agrees that it shall defend, indemnify and hold County and County Indemnitees harmless 

from all liability, damages, costs and expenses arising from or related to a violation of such laws. 

35. Freight (F.O.B. Destination): Contractor assumes full responsibility for all transportation, 

transportation scheduling, packing, handling, insurance, and other services associated with delivery of 

all products deemed necessary under this Contract. 

36. Pricing: The Contract price, as more fully set forth in Attachment B, shall include full compensation 

for providing all required goods in accordance with required specifications, or services as specified 

herein or when applicable, in the Contractors Pricing attached to this Contract, and no additional 

compensation will be allowed therefore, unless otherwise provided for in this Contract. 

37. Waiver of Jury Trial: Each Party acknowledges that it is aware of and has had the opportunity to 

seek advise of counsel of its choice with respect to its rights to trial by jury, and each Party, for itself 

and its successors, creditors, and assigns, does hereby expressly and knowingly waive and release all 

such rights to trial by jury in any action, proceeding or counterclaim brought by any Party hereto 

against the other (and/or against its officers, directors, employees, agents, or subsidiary or affiliated 

entities) on or with regard to any matters whatsoever arising out of or in any way connected with this 

Contract and /or any other claim of injury or damage. 

38. Terms and Conditions:  Contractor acknowledges that it has read and agrees to all terms and 

conditions included in this Contract. 

39. Headings:  The various headings and numbers herein, the grouping of provisions of this Contract into 

separate clauses and paragraphs, and the organization hereof are for the purpose of convenience only 

and shall not limit or otherwise affect the meaning hereof. 

40. Severability:  If any term, covenant, condition or provision of this Contract is held by a court of 

competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the remainder of the provisions hereof 

shall remain in full force and effect and shall in no way be affected, impaired or invalidated thereby. 

41. Calendar Days:  Any reference to the word “day” or “days” herein shall mean calendar day or 

calendar days, respectively, unless otherwise expressly provided. 
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42. Attorneys Fees:  In any action or proceeding to enforce or interpret any provision of this Contract, or 

where any provision hereof is validly asserted as a defense, each Party shall bear its own attorney’s 

fees, costs and expenses. 

43. Interpretation:  This Contract has been negotiated at arm’s length and between persons sophisticated 

and knowledgeable in the matters dealt with in this Contract. In addition, each Party has been 

represented by experienced and knowledgeable independent legal counsel of their own choosing, or 

has knowingly declined to seek such counsel despite being encouraged and given the opportunity to 

do so.  Each Party further acknowledges that they have not been influenced to any extent whatsoever 

in executing this Contract by any other Party hereto or by any person representing them, or both. 

Accordingly, any rule of law (including California Civil Code Section 1654) or legal decision that 

would require interpretation of any ambiguities in this Contract against the Party that has drafted it is 

not applicable and is waived.  The provisions of this Contract shall be interpreted in a reasonable 

manner to effect the purpose of the Parties and this Contract. 

44. Authority:  The Parties to this Contract represent and warrant that this Contract has been duly 

authorized and executed and constitutes the legally binding obligation of their respective organization 

or entity, enforceable in accordance with its terms. 

45. Employee Eligibility Verification: The Contractor warrants that it fully complies with all Federal 

and State statutes and regulations regarding the employment of aliens and others and that all its 

employees performing work under this Contract meet the citizenship or alien status requirement set 

forth in Federal statues and regulations.  The Contractor shall obtain, from all employees performing 

work hereunder, all verification and other documentation of employment eligibility status required by 

Federal or State statutes and regulations including, but not limited to, the Immigration Reform and 

Control Act of 1986, 8 U.S.C. §1324 et seq., as they currently exist and as they may be hereafter 

amended.  The Contractor shall retain all such documentation for all covered employees for the 

period prescribed by the law. The Contractor shall indemnify, defend with counsel approved in 

writing by County, and hold harmless, the County, its agents, officers, and employees from employer 

sanctions and any other liability which may be assessed against the Contractor or the County or both 

in connection with any alleged violation of any Federal or State statutes or regulations pertaining to 

the eligibility for employment of any persons performing work under this Contract. 

46. Indemnification: Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend with counsel approved in writing by 

County, and hold County, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and those 

special districts and agencies which County’s Board of Supervisors acts as the governing Board 

(“County Indemnitees”) harmless from any claims, demands or liability of any kind or nature, 

including but not limited to personal injury or property damage, arising from or related to the 

services, products or other performance provided by Contractor pursuant to this Contract. If judgment 

is entered against Contractor and County by a court of competent jurisdiction because of the 

concurrent active negligence of County or County Indemnitees, Contractor and County agree that 

liability will be apportioned as determined by the court. Neither party shall request a jury 

apportionment. 

47. Usage:  No guarantee is given by the County to the Contractor regarding usage of this Contract.  

Usage figures, if provided, are approximate, based upon the last usage.  The Contractor agrees to 

supply services and/or commodities requested, as needed by the County, at prices listed in the 

Contract, regardless of quantity requested. Orders may be placed against this contract at the 

convenience of the using agency/department. 
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48. Audits/Inspections:  Contractor agrees to permit the County’s Auditor-Controller or the Auditor-

Controller’s authorized representative (including auditors from a private auditing firm hired by the 

County) access during normal working hours to all books, accounts, records, reports, files, financial 

records, supporting documentation, including payroll and accounts payable/receivable records, and 

other papers or property of Contractor for the purpose of auditing or inspecting any aspect of 

performance under this Contract.  The inspection and/or audit will be confined to those matters 

connected with the performance of the Contract including, but not limited to, the costs of 

administering the Contract.  The County will provide reasonable notice of such an audit or inspection. 

The County reserves the right to audit and verify the Contractor’s records before final payment is 

made. 

Contractor agrees to maintain such records for possible audit for a minimum of three years after final 

payment, unless a longer period of records retention is stipulated under this Contract or by law.  

Contractor agrees to allow interviews of any employees or others who might reasonably have 

information related to such records.  Further, contractor agrees to include a similar right to the County 

to audit records and interview staff of any subcontractor related to performance of this Contract. 

Should the Contractor cease to exist as a legal entity, the contractor’s records pertaining to this 

agreement shall be forwarded to the surviving entity in a merger or acquisition or, in the event of 

liquidation, to the County’s Project Manager. 

49. Cooperative Agreement: The provisions and pricing of this Contract will be extended to other 

California local or state governmental entities. Governmental entities wishing to use this Contract will 

be responsible for issuing their own purchase documents/price agreements, providing for their own 

acceptance, and making any subsequent payments. Contractor shall be required to include in any 

contract entered into with another agency or entity that is entered into as an extension of this Contract 

a contract clause that will hold harmless the County of Orange from all claims, demands, actions or 

causes of actions of every kind resulting directly or indirectly, arising out of, or in any way connected 

with the use of this Contract. Failure to do so will be considered a material breach of this Contract 

and grounds for immediate Contract termination. The cooperative entities are responsible for 

obtaining all certificates of insurance and bonds required. The Contractor is responsible for providing 

each cooperative entity a copy of the Contract upon request by the cooperative entity.  The County of 

Orange makes no guarantee of usage by other users of this Contract. 

  

The Contractor shall be required to maintain a list of the cooperative entities using this Contract. The 

list shall report dollar volumes spent annually and shall be provided on an annual basis to the County, 

at the County’s request.

I. INTRODUCTION  

 

The County of Orange (“County”) is seeking qualified Contractors to provide professional consulting 

services for implementation of Job Order Contracting (“JOC”) and Indefinite Quantity Contracts (“IQC”) 

through cooperative purchasing such as provided by National Joint Powers Association (“NJPA”) and 

administration of JOC and IQC for various departments within the entire County of Orange, such as, but 

not limited to, OC Community Resources, OC Public Works, OC Waste and Recycling, OC Sherriff, and 

John Wayne Airport. 

 

The primary objective of the JOC and IQC program is to enable the County to expedite the 

accomplishment of various repair, alteration, modernization, maintenance and rehabilitation of buildings, 

structures and other facility improvement projects 

 

II. GENERAL SERVICES 

 

A. Program Development 

 

The Contractor shall work with various County departments and staff to develop the JOC and 

IQC programs. Program development includes reviewing and assessing County needs to 

determine the size of the program and, in conjunction with County staff, developing execution 

procedures that will be used to implement and administer the JOC and IQC program. 

 

B. Document Preparation 

 

For each County department that will utilize JOC and IQC the Contractor shall provide a full and 

complete set of customized bid and contract JOC and IQC documents including a Unit Price 

Book, Technical Specifications and the Contractual Terms and Conditions.  Copies of the 

customized Unit Price Books shall be provided to the various County departments using the JOC 

and IQC Program services. 

 

Each Unit Price Book shall contain no less than 150,000 individual construction tasks along with 

an associated unit price. Each unit price shall include the prevailing equipment, material and labor 

prices within County’s geographical region. The labor prices shall include the most current 

prevailing wages and benefits determined by the California Department of Industrial Relations. 

The unit price book shall be regularly updated to reflect current marketplace pricing for tasks, 

equipment, material, etc. 
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The Technical Specifications shall be prepared in conjunction with the Unit Price Book and, 

where available, County standards will be incorporated. 

 

The contractual Terms and Conditions shall be prepared in conjunction with County staff and 

shall incorporate JOC and IQC contract language and forms with all appropriate County contract 

language and forms. 

 

C. Procurement Support 

 

Develop and implement prequalification processes for certain types of County JOC and IQC 

work to ensure that all the selected Contractors have the required experience and expertise to 

successfully provide the construction services needed.  Provide procurement support on 

implementation of the contracting system.  Conduct outreach to maximize general contractor 

participation in bidding. 

 

The Contractor shall be capable of providing County with complete technical and marketing 

support during the procurement phase. Qualified staff with extensive public sector procurement 

experience shall provide this support. Contractor will be required to organize and conduct pre-bid 

meetings with the intending bidders as well as make presentations on behalf of the County with 

various business and contracting organizations. 

 

D. Automated JOC and IQC System 

 

The Contractor shall provide the County with an automated JOC and IQC system capable of 

generating all of the necessary JOC and IQC documents including, but not limited to Contractor 

cost proposals, cost estimates, work orders and other management reports and forms.  The 

automated system shall be customized to meet the specific needs of the various County 

departments utilizing JOC and IQC regarding forms, reports and formats.  

 

The system shall be compatible with the individual departments Information Technology (IT) 

systems. The Contractor shall prepare, install, test, and maintain the system software. The 

Contractor shall test / debug the software under actual field conditions prior to implementation. 

There shall be no limits on the number of installations of the software. 

 

E. Training 

 

The Contractor shall be responsible for developing a comprehensive JOC and IQC staff training 

program.  As part of the proposal, Contractor shall include its plans to develop specialized 

training courses.  All training shall be "Hands On" with functional use and individual 

performance as the objective. 

 

Provide training to ensure that the JOC and IQC system functions properly.  Develop training 

sources that would involve all parties utilizing the system.  This may include: 

 

1. Procurement Staff 

2. Clerical Administrative 

3. Project Managers/Inspectors 

4. Contractors 
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All aspects of the system are to be covered in the training.  This must include but is not limited to 

the following: 

 

1. JOC Execution 

2. IQC Execution

Provide staff user manuals at the end of each training session.  Provide training manuals or videos

Program development includes reviewing and assessing the County’s needs to
determine the size of the program and, in conjunction with the County’s staff,
developing execution procedures that will be used to implement and administer
the JOC program. The following additional items are required of the JOC
Program Development:

a. The Consultant shall organize and manage a series of conferences in order
to promulgate general operating and organizational concepts.

b. The Consultant shall assist the County in developing draft internal execution
procedures/policies for the JOC Program. These procedures should
incorporate all applicable Federal, State and County laws, regulations and
policies, including those of FEMA.

c. The Consultant shall fully document the final JOC Program execution
procedures and policies.

d. The Consultant shall assist the County in incorporating appropriate
safeguards into the execution procedures for the prevention of fraud, waste
and abuse.

e. The Consultant shall coordinate the County JOC Program, policies and
procedures with various County Departments as well as other Local, State
and Federal agencies as designated by the Department of Public Works.

2. Document Preparation. The Consultant shall provide a full set of customized
JOC documents including a San Luis Obispo County specific Construction Unit
Pricing Catalog, Technical Specifications and the Contractual Terms and
Conditions. The full JOC documents will be comprised of the following:

a. The Construction Unit Pricing Catalog shall contain comprehensive individual
construction tasks, along with applicable unit prices associated with County
buildings and public works facilities (roadways, sidewalks, water, wastewater
systems, drainage facilities, etc.). Each unit price shall be based on the
prevailing equipment, material and labor prices within the County’s
geographical region. The use of factors to localize prices is not acceptable. A
price for demolition shall be provided for each construction task, if applicable.
Consultant shall be responsible for maintaining and updating semi-annually
the Construction Unit Pricing Catalog, including labor composition, regional
rates, and local productivity factors. Consultant shall also maintain a
comprehensive database containing each of the individual construction tasks
and their corresponding unit prices. The Consultant shall publish one master
or reference copy of the Construction Unit Pricing Catalog.
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b. The Technical Specifications shall be prepared in conjunction with the
Construction Unit Pricing Catalog and, where available, the County
standards will be incorporated. The Consultant shall maintain a
comprehensive set of technical specifications for each of the construction
tasks listed in the Construction Unit Pricing Catalog and shall publish one
master or reference copy of the Technical Specifications.

c. The contractual Terms and Conditions shall be prepared in conjunction with
County staff and shall incorporate JOC Contract language and forms with all
appropriate County Contract language and forms.

d. The Construction Unit Pricing Catalog and Technical Specifications shall
conform to current standard Construction Specifications Institute (CSI) Master
Format convention.

e. For road and drainage facilities, the Unit Pricing Catalog and Technical
Specifications shall conform to the Caltrans 2010 Standard Specifications,
Standard Plans, and Basic Engineering Estimating System pay item
convention utilized by Caltrans, as appropriate.

f. The complete customized JOC documents shall be electronic format, in a
current version of Adobe Portable Document File (.PDF) or Microsoft Word.

3. Procurement and Bid Support. The Consultant shall be capable of providing the
County with complete technical and marketing support during the procurement
and bid phase. Qualified staff with extensive public sector procurement
experience shall provide this support. The Consultant shall be required to
organize and conduct pre-bid meetings with the intending bidders as well as
make presentations on behalf of the County with various business and
contracting organizations. The following additional requirements apply:

a. Prepare and conduct orientation briefings for the County and other interested
parties. Attend appropriate County meetings and conferences, as requested.

b. Assist the County with JOC Contract bidding services, including bid
addendums, RFI’s and administration during the JOC Contract bid phase.

c. The Consultant shall coordinate with the County and attend the Public Bid
Openings for JOC Contract services. Methods of representing the bid pricing
and comparison for the Public Bid Opening shall be implemented in
coordination with San Luis Obispo County Department of Public Works and
the Clerk Recorder.

d. The Consultant shall assist with verification of the successful bidding JOC
Contractor qualifications or capability and other tasks involved in the selection
and award of JOC Contract Services as needed by the County.
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4. Information Management System. The Consultant shall provide the County with
a comprehensive Internet-based JOC information management system. This
system shall be compatible with “Windows XP Professional”, “Windows 7”,
“Windows 10”, and/or the most current “Windows” operating system, as directed
by the County.   The JOC information management system shall be capable of
providing full project tracking, developing cost proposals, preparing independent
County estimates, generating all project documentation and Contracts, providing
project scheduling and status, budgeting and cost control, tracking M/WBE
participation, Grant-funded and reimbursed projects (ARRA, CDBG, etc.) and
generating customized reports. The system shall be capable of incorporating
current County forms and documentation. The following additional requirements
apply:

a. The Consultant shall install and test the information management system
software on both the County’s and the JOC Contractor’s computer systems.

b. The County shall not be restricted as to the number of information
management system software installations.

c. Information management system software shall be network-ready for a PC
local area network. More than one County user shall be allowed to log on
and update the system or database and use the data synchronously.

d. Export capability for reports, as specified by the County, shall be provided.
Export shall be in formats meeting industry standards and capable of being
uploaded to a County database system.

e. For emergency and prevention of data loss, the system software shall provide
backup and restore capability. All application software and data shall be able
to be backed up. All procedures shall be documented and approved by the
County. Validation of the update process shall be  a priority to safeguard the
data.

f. All data shall be owned by the County and shall not be restricted to its usage
on County projects.

g. All software changes shall be approved in writing by the County. Written
approval shall certify the County and Consultant have tested the software
and the software operates as required by the County specifications.

5. Training. The Consultant shall provide training to County staff to ensure that the
JOC program functions properly. As part of the proposal, the Consultant shall
include its plans to develop specialized training courses that will involve all
parties utilizing and administrating the program. All aspects of the program are to
be covered in the training. The following additional requirements apply:

a. Provide a ‘hands-on’ training program based on the approved County
policies and procedures. Training will include a comprehensive
training/reference manual with sample Work Orders, flow charts, and forms.
The training program shall emphasize functional use and individual
performance as the objective. The Consultant shall conduct as many training
courses as are required to ensure County staff is fully prepared to execute
the JOC system. The training courses shall include practical exercises that
shall be based on actual County projects. The JOC training program,
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comprised of multiple training sessions, shall be structured to the specific 
needs of the audience. The training courses shall stress practical application 
of the concept and contracts. 

b. Provide all training aids and material necessary to support the JOC training
courses.

c. Train both the County and Contractor staff on the usage of the Information
Management System software. The Consultant shall provide full software
documentation and training manuals.

6. Technical Support. The Consultant shall provide scheduled and on-demand
technical support. Expectations include assisting the County with program
execution, troubleshooting, implementation, and continuous system monitoring.
Providing technical support is considered a vital component to ensuring a
successful program. The following additional requirements apply:

a. The Consultant shall remain onsite and be available for any questions or
assistance that may be required for the first ninety (90) days after the
Contract Notice To Proceed.

b. For the first ninety (90) days after the Contract Notice To Proceed, the
Consultant shall assist County staff in developing the initial Work Orders.
The Consultant shall attend and monitor site visits, proposal development
and negotiation sessions. The Consultant shall monitor the overall program
and prepare any status reports required by the County.

c. The Consultant shall provide the County with continuous post-award
documents maintenance support. This support shall include updating of
construction tasks, unit prices, technical specifications, execution procedures,
training materials and all other applicable documents. New updated document
sets would be provided to the County upon request.

d. Provide updated versions of the Information Management System software.
The Consultant shall be responsible for installing, testing and debugging the
software on all County and Contractor computers and computer network.

e. Provide continuous telephonic systems support to the County. The support
shall include debugging and other systems-related support.

f. Conduct periodic training sessions for new County employees.
g. Assist the County in conducting periodic reviews of the concepts,

performance and effectiveness. Develop documentation and statistics
regarding elements of the concepts’ execution. Document this information for
senior management review and evaluation.

h. Assist the County in the execution of the Job Order Contracting system by
providing experienced, on-site project managers to periodically work with
County staff in the development and execution of work orders. This effort
shall equate to an average of five (5) work days per month.

7. Optional Services.  In addition to the baseline scope of services described above,
the Consultant's proposal shall include optional services to provide the County
with a greater level of assistance in procuring and managing construction of
individual project Job Orders.
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a. Optional Service 1:  Job Order Procurement.  The Consultant shall provide
assistance to the County in developing individual JOC Job Orders from project
identification through issuance of the Job Order.

b. Optional Service 2: Job Order Construction Management.  The Consultant
shall provide construction management services to manage Job Orders from Job
Order issuance to Job Order close-out.

and 
• Contracts for services resulting from emergency/crisis procurements.

II. Delegation of Contracting and Signing Authority to the Deputy Superintendent in 

my Absence 
 

In my absence, full contracting and signing authority and responsibility is 
delegated to the Deputy Superintendent, and the Deputy Superintendent may 
sign final approval on my behalf. 

 
III. Delegation of Contracting and Signing Authority to the Deputy Superintendent, 

Assistant Superintendents, Complex Area Superintendents, Directors, Section 
Administrators and School Principals 

 
The Deputy Superintendent, Assistant Superintendents, Complex Area 
Superintendents, Principals, Directors and Section Administrators have been 
granted approval and signing authority for a variety of contract agreements within 
their established procurement threshold limitations, including lease or finance 
agreements, rental agreements, and rental agreements for use of non-
Department of Education facilities. 
 

IV. Contract Administration 
 

Along with this delegation, administrators are responsible for the administration 
of their contracts.  Contract administration involves those activities performed by 
department officials after a contract has been awarded to determine how well the 
department and the contractor performed to meet the requirements of the 
contract.  It encompasses all dealings between the department and the 
contractor from the time the contract is awarded until the work has been 
completed and accepted or the contract terminated, payment has been made, 
and disputes (if any) have been resolved.  As such, contract administration 
constitutes that primary part of the procurement process that assures the 
government gets what it paid for.  
 
In contract administration, the focus is on obtaining supplies and services, of 
requisite quality, on time, and within budget.  The specific nature and extent of 
contract administration varies from contract to contract.  It can range from the 
minimum acceptance of a delivery and payment to the contractor to extensive 
involvement by program, audit and procurement officials throughout the contract 
term.  Factors influencing the degree of contract administration include the nature 
of the work, the type of contract, and the experience and commitment of the 
personnel involved.  Contract administration starts with developing clear, concise 
performance based statements of work to the extent possible, and preparing a 
contract administration plan that cost effectively measures the contractor's 
performance and provides documentation to pay accordingly.  
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While the legal requirements of the contract are determinative of the proper 
course of action of department officials in administering a contract, the exercise 
of skill and judgment is often required in order to protect effectively the public 
interest.  
 
The Procurement and Contracts Branch (PCB) has created a table of the 
information that reflects effective contract administration practices and to assist 
you in the drafting of your contract agreement.  PCB has also developed a tool 
for you to use when reviewing non-standard contract agreements.  Non-standard 
agreements are agreements generated by external agencies or vendors and not 
by the Department of Education.    
 
If, during your contract review, you are unsure of whether some provisions 
may/may not be objectionable, please contact PCB.

 Knows the contract and is an expert on the contract requirements; 
 Is the primary liaison for all purchasing role groups for all contract issues: 

 Communicates with the purchasing team and keeps everyone informed of significant events; 
 Provides technical guidance to the Contractor and to the Purchasing Team 

 Performs day to day operational oversight and monitoring of Contractor performance which may include but 
is not limited to: 

 Meets with the Contractor to review deliverables, milestones, identify responsibilities and 
obligations; 

 Makes observations and recommendations; 
 Reviews reports, logs and other performance documentation and records; 
 Evaluates performance satisfaction, tracks complaints and issues notices for improvement, 

correction or to cure;  
 Performs inspections of Contractor’s work site, plant or facilities; and 
 Formally accepts deliverables are delivered, and ensures the deliverable is in accord with the 

contract requirements by verifying and documenting timely delivery and quality (note – some 
defects may not be readily discernable; implied acceptance once used or if acceptance is delayed); 

 Responsible for contract payments (including but not limited to): 
 Ensures payments are made in a timely manner and in accordance with the contract terms; 
 Certifies satisfactory delivery of goods or performance of services; 
 Verifies the invoice for accuracy; and 
 Tracks payments so they do not exceed the total value of the contract; 

 Maintains contract administration file and documentation which may include but is not limited to: 
 All related contract correspondence and related documentation including summaries of 

meetings/phone with parties and internal correspondence; 
 Reports; 
 A copy of the Contract and related documents (including the solicitation document, the proposal or 

offer, amendments, supplemental agreements);  
 Contract Administration worksheet (quick reference information and facts such as contact 

information, important dates, deadlines, contract expiration dates, contract reference numbers, 
contract value, ticklers, etc.); and 

 Encumbrance and payment documentation; 
 Formally closes contracts in writing when complete.  This process may include an: 

 A formal closure letter (a sample contract closure letter is provided on the LN procurement icon); 
 Exit interview with Contractor; 
 Written evaluation of the Contractor as well as how well the contract met the needs of the 

purchasing program; and 
 A process to incorporate “lessons learned” into future projects as well as program purchases and 

requirements. 
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Keys to Effective Contract Administration: 
 Plan well 

 Know and evaluate market conditions and availability; 
 Be involved in the procurement process and understand the method of source selection; and 
 Participate in the evaluation process, contract planning and formation including determination of 

milestones, deliverables, outcomes and reports; 
 Well written contract with clear deliverables, outcomes and responsibilities will: 

 Help to establish who is responsible for what; 
 Not address every possibility, however it does ensure that the parties’ rights, responsibilities, and 

obligations are clearly established; 
 Help reduce risk of disputes and problems; 
 Help hold the Contractor accountable; but 
 Not replace a good plan and good contract administration but does ensure the agreement contains 

essential elements (just because it is in legalese does not mean regulations are met) 
 Be familiar with the Contract  

 Read the Contract and any related documents (manuals, statutes, policies, etc); and 
 Understand the terms, conditions, provisions, and requirements of the Contract. 

 Know the signs of potential problems: 
 Late, poor quality, or wrong stuff; 
 Target population/client not served; 
 Contractor doesn’t understand requirements; 
 Contractor fails to respond; 
 Complaints; 
 Miscommunication or lack of communication; 
 Lack of monitoring or follow-up; 
 Specifications and/or contract are poorly written, poorly documented or weak; 
 Extraordinary or completely unforeseen conditions; 
 Poor planning; and 
 Lack of knowledge of laws, regulations, rules, policies and procedures. 

 Know potential solutions 
 Don’t procrastinate – nip it in the bud; 
 Resolve at lowest level possible – talk to the Section Supervisor instead of the President;  
 Ask for help from other team members; 
 Be objective and Listen; 
 Amend the contract if allowed**;  
 Enforce contract terms* – issue written notices to correct or cure deficiencies, contracts may also 

include remedies such as warranties, performance bonds, liquidated damages, replacement; or 
 Terminate* (last resort) for: 

1. Convenience (money not available, change in need or service requirements, etc.); 
2. Mutual Agreement; or 
3. Cause (deficiencies that cannot be remedied). 

 
*  In the event a contract discrepancy or dispute cannot be resolved amicably, contact PCB for legal enforcement 
immediately. 
**  Amendments and other contract changes must be within the scope of the solicitation or offer (may not be material 
or substantial change), must be made in writing and signed by both parties, and must be timely (cannot be done after 
a contract expires).

Effective Date:  July 2008 (updated May 2018) 

 
As the Department of Education (DOE) is responsible for the expenditure of public funds, it is 
always to our advantage to proffer for use our approved small purchase or formal contract 
templates once procurement requirements have been addressed, as they provide the greatest 
legal protection to the State of Hawaii (State) and the DOE. 
 
Where a contractor is adamant that they must use their contract agreement, the Contract 
Administrator must read and analyze the proffered contract and ensure that the execution of the 
agreement does not pose a risk to the State or DOE. 
 
The Attorney General (AG) has identified several contract language provisions that are 
unacceptable to the State, and if any of these provisions are present in a contract agreement, the 
AG would not recommend approval of the contract.  We want to make you aware of these 
provisions. 
 

**Be advised that this is not an all inclusive list and this document should not be shared 
with any contractor, vendor or their legal counsel as this document contains privileged 

information and/or departmental contract negotiation strategies.** 
 
The following contract language provisions must be identified and addressed, either through 
language revision or deletion: 
 
I. INDEMNIFICATION1 

Please read the contracts to identify if they include an indemnification provision.  Such 
provisions are not legally or constitutionally appropriate and as such, the State cannot enter 
into agreements which contain such language. 

 
Specifically, indemnification agreements violate the provisions of Art. VII, Section 4 of the 
Hawaii Constitution, which requires that public monies be expended only by appropriations 
made by law.  Indemnification provisions have the potential to create a debt or spending of 
public money without an appropriation.  Although the Legislature has recognized that under 
certain circumstances the State may be required to agree to indemnify federal agencies,  
§29-15.5, Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS), such indemnification is very limited and does not 
apply to agreements entered into with a non-federal agency. 

 
Therefore, when you discuss the indemnification provision: 

 
First, always ask the owner/agency (use another example as city references no longer the 
best to use) to remove the entire paragraph regarding indemnification.  Only if the 
owner/agency refuses to do so or has problems with removing the paragraph, proceed with 
the next option. 
 
Next, suggest alternative language which would have each side agreeing to accept liability 
and responsibility for the actions or omissions of its own employees or agents as provided 
by law.  Such language is as follows: 

                                                 
1 For agreements with the various City and County agencies, the indemnification recommendations as noted 
herein shall not apply.  If you are entering into an agreement with a county agency, please contact the 
Deputy Superintendent at (808) 586-3313 for assistance. 
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The STATE shall be responsible for damages or injury caused by the STATE, STATE’s 
agents, officers, and employees in the course of their employment to the extent that the 
STATE’s liability for such damage or injury has been determined by a court or otherwise 
agreed to by the STATE, and the STATE shall pay for such damage and injury to the 
extent permitted by law. 
 
(Name of Agency) shall be responsible for damages or injury caused by (Name of 
Agency), (Name of Agency’s) agents, officers, and employees in the course of their 
employment to the extent that (Name of Agency’s) liability for such damage or injury 
has been determined by a court or otherwise agreed to by (Name of Agency), and the 
(Name of Agency) shall pay for such damage and injury to the extent permitted by law. 

 
II. GOVERNING LAW, VENUE OR JURISDICTION 

All contracts must be subject to the laws of the State of Hawaii.  A contract cannot be 
governed by the laws of another state.  In addition, contract language cannot require 
disputes to be litigated in courts outside of Hawaii or otherwise require the State of 
Hawaii/DOE to consent to the jurisdiction of courts in another state. 

 
III. ARBITRATION 

The AG will not approve contract language that subjects the State of Hawaii/DOE and the 
VENDOR/CONTRACTOR to decision making by an arbitrator.  This contract provision must 
be deleted. 

 
IV. LITIGATION EXPENSE/ATTORNEY’S FEES.   

 Provisions requiring the State of Hawaii/DOE to pay the other party’s litigation expenses or 
attorney’s fees must be deleted. 

 
V. CONFIDENTIAL WORK PRODUCTS   

 Provisions requiring DOE to keep confidential the VENDOR/CONTRACTOR’S data, work 
product, reports, recommendations, conclusions, documents, writings or other submittals 
(or any portions thereof), must be deleted, unless otherwise permitted by law. 

 
VI. INSURANCE/PROOF OF INSURANCE 

 The State of Hawaii is self-insured, and State tort liability is governed by Chapter 662, HRS.  
As part of a contract provision relating to insurance, schools/offices may be asked to 
provide a document supporting the claim that the State of Hawaii is self-insured.  A request 
form, Request for Statement of Self Insurance for Department of Education Activities, 
(available on the Office of School Facilities and Support Services website on the DOE’s 
intranet) should be completed and processed in accordance with the Requests for 
Statement of Self Insurance for Department of Education Activities memo dated May 22, 
2015. 

 
VII. PERSONAL GUARANTEE 

Some contracts may include a personal guarantee which requires the DOE administrator to 
be personally liable for ensuring payment or fulfillment of the DOE’s obligations.  DOE 
administrators should never sign a personal guarantee as part of any contract, agreement 
or other documents.  If for any reason the contract is invalidated or the DOE administrator 
did not have contracting authority, the administrator who signed the personal guarantee 
may be liable for the full amount of the contract.

Procurement and contracting authority is hereby delegated to the Deputy 
Superintendent, Assistant Superintendents, Complex Area Superintendents, Directors, 
Section Administrators, and school Principals for the procurement of goods, services, 
and construction as follows: 

A. Exempt purchases as provided by the Hawaii Revised Statutes and/or Hawaii 
Administrative Rules; 

B. Price and vendor list purchases and their resultant contracts (if any); 
C. Small purchase solicitations and their resultant contracts (if applicable); 
D. Contract modifications for small purchase contracts; 
E. Change orders for small purchase contracts; and 
F. Agreements for the use/rental of non-DOE Facilities. 

This authority may not be further delegated except where the Deputy Superintendent, 
Assistant Superintendents, Complex Area Superintendents, Directors, Section 
Administrators, and school Principals will be out of the office for an extended length of 
time and the timely administering of procurement and contracting functions would be 
impacted. In this case, the delegation of the procurement and contracting authority 
granted herein must be made in writing and filed with the Procurement and Contracts 
Branch prior to the exercise of such authority by the new designee.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, procurement and contracting authority is not delegated 
for the following, and my approval is required in all cases:

D. Emergency/crisis procurements; 
E. Alternates to competitive bid process; 
F. Alternates to competitive sealed proposal process; and 
G. Written determinations of requests for reconsideration under section 103F-502,
