TITLE: RELATING TO WATER CARRIERS. 

 

DESCRIPTION: Requires each water carrier to file with the Public Utilities Committee a 

strategic plan. 

 

POSITION: 

 

The Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) supports this measure and offers the 

following comments for consideration. 
 

COMMENTS: 

 

The Commissions supports this measure, which would require each regulated water 

carrier to file a strategic plan with the Commission every five years.  

 

Pursuant to Senate Resolution No. 125, S.D. 1 (2020), the Commission convened a 

Water Carriers Working Group (“WCWG”) to recommend mid-term and long-term 

solutions to balance the need for continuous interisland water carrier service throughout 

the State with the need for water carriers to maintain financial sustainability.  

 

The 18-member WCWG, consisting of government agencies, water carriers, legislators, 

and other stakeholders, developed recommendations focused on annual rate 

adjustments, improving customer service, and establishing broad subsidies for trans-

Pacific and interisland cargo, among other issues. The Commission submitted the 
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WCWG’s report to the Legislature on December 27, 2021, detailing the WCWG’s findings 

and recommendations.1 

 

In addition to convening the WCWG, the Commission in 2020 initiated a financial and 

management audit of Young Brothers (“YB”).2 The final audit report was filed in Docket 

No. 2019-0117 on September 9, 2021.3 Among other recommendations, the audit 

recommended that YB develop: 

 

“a new 5-year strategic plan which reflects findings and recommendations from the 

audit; contains clearly identified and measurable actions; demonstrates changes 

in strategic approach to focus on its core regulated business; and which is 

supported by a financial model that demonstrates long term sustainability without 

further major price increases above inflation.” 

 

On November 24, 2021, the Commission issued Order No. 38085, which addressed the 

audit’s findings, including ordering YB to file a new 5-Year Strategic Plan, by January 31, 

2022.4 On January 26, 2022, YB filed a request to extend the deadline from January 31, 

2022, to February 28, 2022.  The Commission is currently reviewing this request.   

 

The Commission believes that requiring water carriers to file strategic plans every five 

years, which identify measurable actions focused on the water carrier’s services, goals, 

and initiatives, may facilitate achievement of strategic goals, such as those detailed in the 

WCWG report. 

 

The Commission notes that it may be appropriate to implement a requirement such as 

that proposed in this measure through regulatory action, rather than codifying it in statute. 

For this reason, and given the Commission’s recent actions to require YB’s development 

and filing of a 5-year strategic plan, the Commission believes that this measure may be 

 
1 Report to the Hawaii State Legislature in Response to Senate Resolution No. 125, S.D. 1 

(2020), transmitted on December 27, 2021, https://puc.hawaii.gov/water-carriers/hwcwg/.

Thank you for allowing me to submit testimony on behalf of Young Brothers, LLC (“YB”) 

offering COMMENTS on House Bill 2434 – Relating to Water Carriers.  

 

This measure would require any water carrier subject to regulation under Chapter 271G, 

Hawaii Revised Statutes (i.e., YB) to file a strategic plan with the Public Utilities Commission of 

the State of Hawaii (“Commission”) every five years. 

YB notes that this measure may be unnecessary, as the Commission already has the 

authority to require regulated water carriers to file strategic plans.  In fact, the Commission has 

recently exercised this authority, explicitly directing YB to file a 5-Year (2022-2026) Strategic 

Plan.1  Pursuant to this directive, YB will be filing its 5-Year Strategic Plan later this month with 

the Commission, covering, among other things, YB’s strategic goals and initiatives for 2022 

through 2026.
