Fiscal Implications: A new facility constructed on the Pearl City Waimano
Home Road campus to house DUI (driving under the influence), drinking
water, general environmental, and infectious diseases related testing. This
facility would be state of the art and constructed for withstanding and
continuing to operate despite a force 3 hurricane. Solar power would be part
of the design. Expected staffing would be 50 persons, but 40 of thesewould
be current staff so only 10 would be new staff members. Cost estimates
include:
e $100 million for construction plus $10 million forequipment.
e Annual costs would be:
o $1 million for personnel costs
o $250, 000 for reagents, supplies, test Kits, etc.
o $1 million for equipment service contracts
o $600,000 per year for utilities costs

A new facility constructed on the Pearl City Waimano Home Road campus
to house DUI, drinking water, and general environmental testing, butnot
infectious diseases related testing. Again, a state of the art facility ableto
withstand a hurricane and incorporating solar power. Expected staffing
would be 25 persons, but only 10 of these would be new staff. Cost
estimates would include:

e $50 million for construction plus $5 million forequipment.
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e Annual costs would be:
0$1 million for personnel costs
0%$200,000 for reagents, supplies, test kits, etc.
0%$500,000 for equipment service contracts
0%$300,000 per year for utilities costs

Department Testimony: The current State laboratory building is approximately 27
years old. It was not designed to accommodate new/current demands fortesting.
It has a central heating, ventilation, and air conditioning system which due toits
age can be expected to fail periodically, causing all laboratory testing to have to
stop until repairs are made. The availability of a second building with separate
(and more up to date) HVAC could enable testing to continue in the event ofan
HVAC failure in the old building.

When the older State laboratory building was designed, current testing needs
were not envisioned and planned for. Testing of samples from drivers suspected
of DUl was not envisioned. Nor was there a vision of the volumes of water testing
now required for assuring safe drinking water after potential fuel contamination
of an important aquifer. Infectious diseases testing was also very different atthe
time when the infectious diseases laboratories in the current older building were
designed. There has been a move from cultures to molecular studies, requiring
specialized molecular biology laboratories. Another fundamental shiftin
laboratory testing was based on the need to test for agents of bioterrorism post
9/11. This creates demand for Biosafety level 3 and 3+ suites to enable staff to
work safely without endangering the community.

Please note that the staff working in the new building would be mostly existing
staff. Additional staff would focus mainly on increased water testing required by
contaminated aquifer or aquifers, plus expanded wastewater testing.
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The larger building option would permit essential functions to be moved tothe
new building while the older building is refurbished, enabling the State laboratory
to perform its critical functions uninterrupted for several decades.

Thank you for the opportunity to testify on this measure.
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The Department of Budget and Finance (B&F) offers comments on this bill.

House Bill No. 2515, H.D. 1, amends Chapter 321, HRS, to add a new section to
require the Department of Health (DOH) to establish and operate a laboratory capable
of testing for diseases and air and water quality issues, and other high complexity
testing; and appropriates an unspecified amount of general funds in FY 23 to DOH to
establish and operate the testing laboratory.

B&F notes that, with respect to the general fund appropriation in this bill, the
federal Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act requires that
states receiving Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER) Il funds
and Governor’'s Emergency Education Relief Il funds must maintain state support for:

e Elementary and secondary education in FY 22 at least at the proportional level of the
state’s support for elementary and secondary education relative to the state’s overall

spending, averaged over FYs 17, 18 and 19; and
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e Higher education in FY 22 at least at the proportional level of the state’s support for
higher education relative to the state’s overall spending, averaged over FYs 17, 18
and 19.

Further, the federal American Rescue Plan (ARP) Act requires that states receiving

ARP ESSER funds must maintain state support for:

e Elementary and secondary education in FY 22 and FY 23 at least at the proportional
level of the state’s support for elementary and secondary education relative to the
state’s overall spending, averaged over FYs 17, 18 and 19; and

e Higher education in FY 22 and FY 23 at least at the proportional level of the state’s
support for higher education relative to the state’s overall spending, averaged over
FYs 17,18 and 19.

The U.S. Department of Education has issued rules governing how these
maintenance of effort (MOE) requirements are to be administered. B&F will be working
with the money committees of the Legislature to ensure that the State of Hawai'i
complies with these ESSER MOE requirements.
