This publication supplements the publication entitled "Bills Passed by the Hawaii State Legislature, 
Regular Session of 2023," which was issued by the LRB Systems Office in May 2023 and contains a 
brief description of each bill passed during the 2023 session.1

(1) A preliminary index that contains a topical listing of the bills passed during the 
Regular Session of 2023 under broad and general subject matter categories; 

 
(2) A table of "Laws Affected by Bills Passed" that shows sections of the Hawaii

information from the final draft of every bill passed by the Legislature during the
