A BILL FOR AN ACT 
RELATING TO ELECTIONS. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 0F HAWAII: 

l SECTION 1. In accordance with section 9 of article VII of 
2 the Hawaii State Constitution and sections 37—91 and 37-93, 

3 Hawaii Revised Statutes, the legislature has determined that the 

4 appropriations contained in H.B. No. 300, H.D. l, S.D. 1, 

5 C.D. l, and this Act will cause the state general fund 

6 expenditure ceiling for fiscal year 2023—2024 to be exceeded by 

7 $1,063,938,615 or 11.0 per cent. This current declaration takes 

8 into account general fund appropriations authorized for fiscal 
9 ‘year 2023~2024 in H.B. No. 300, H.D. l, S.D. l, C.D. l, and this 

10 Act only. The reasons for exceeding the general fund 

ll expenditure ceiling are that: 

12 (1) The appropriation made in this Act is necessary to 

l3 serve the public interest; and 

l4 (2) The appropriation made in this Act meets the needs

(d) Information made available over the Internet pursuant 

to this section shall meet or exceed the most current, ratified 
standards under section 508 of the federal Rehabilitation Act of 

1973 (29 U.S.C. 794d), as amended, and the Web Content 

Accessibility Guidelines 2.0 adopted by the World Wide Web 

Consortium for accessibility." 

SECTION 3. Section 11—118.5, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended by amending subsection (b) to read as follows: 

"(b) The attorney general[7—&n] shall:

elections website. 

The sum appropriated shall be expended by the office of 

elections for the purposes of this Act.

2 and stricken. New statutory material is underscored. 

3 SECTION 6. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2023.
