begs leave to report as follows: 

The purpose and intent of this measure is to urge the 
Department of Transportation to conduct a study to establish safe 
routes to school. 

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure 
from the Department of Transportation and one individual. 

Your Committee finds that transformative Change of Hawaii's 
transportation routes to prioritize walking, rolling, bicycling, 
and public transit will allow the State to achieve its 
transportation, public health, education, and clean energy goals. 
Creating complete, safe routes to schools for Hawaii's students 
provides safe, convenient, and accessible routes to ensure every 
student has an opportunity to attend classes without the fear of 
serious injuries. However, decades of automobile—centric planning 
and development has created formidable barriers to creating 
complete, safe, and comfortable bicycle and pedestrian networks. 
This measure promotes the health and safety of Hawaii's students, 
including those in rural and low socioeconomic communities, while
